Achievements

1. 50 children amongst the new CAR arrivals have been registered and enrolled in the Nandoungue
primary school. This was done following an evaluation carried out by UNHCR and UNICEF.
These children also benefitted from school stationeries from UNICEF.

2. Educative talks on peaceful cohabitation and SGBV have been organized in the benefit of the
newly arrived CAR refugees settled in the Nandoungue camp.

3. 56 financial houses in Douala were sensitized through correspondences, on the authenticity of
the protection documents given to refugees and Asylum seekers by UNHCR. This is aimed at
ensuring the flexibility of refugees in carrying out financial transactions.
