Investigation of deaths

= When to investigate
= Specific causes determined by health agency

= Prompt convening of investigation team with established
ToR

= Maternal deaths

= What to investigate
= Gaps in services
= Referral Procedures

= Areas for skills strengthening / improved performance
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>4 How and when should the data be reported?

= Retrieve data from Mortality Register

= Ensure comprehensive reporting of deaths from all sources

= Enter into Weekly Mortality Report

= Selection of surveillance list

= Include Line Listing of case-based data
