The term ‘impact’ is commonly used to describe the effects of a policy, programme or project on 
ecosystems, society in general and / or on the economic system. ‘Impacts’ are more often regarded as 
implying an adverse effect or a damaging or destructive result.  
In contrast, the term ‘legacy’ is more often used when presenting positive effects. ‘Legacy’ also tends 
to be used in association with those effects that are of longer duration.
