 Resettlement took place from more than 
87 countries of asylum involving refu-
gees from 65 countries of origin. 

 134,044 individuals submitted for re-
settlement (28% increase from 103,890 
in 2014).  

 81,893 individuals departed for resettle-
ment (12% increase from 73,330 in 
2014).    

 Submissions from Africa reached 38,870  
in 2015 which is a 147% increase in total 
submissions from 2012.  

 Over 100,000 Bhutanese refugees re-
settled out of Nepal since the launch of 
the programme in 2007.  

         
       PRESPONSE TO THE SYRIA EMERGENCY 

 53,005 Syrians were submitted for re-
settlement from MENA and Turkey, com-
pared to 20,903 in 2014. The largest 
number of Syrians came from Jordan 
(22,201) followed by Lebanon (18,467) 
and Turkey (8,091)  

 At the end of 2015 over 162,000 pledges 
were made available for Syrian refugees.  

 From MENA and Turkey combined, over 
70,000 individuals were submitted for 
resettlement and humanitarian admis-
sion during 2015.
