Statelessness:

Invisible in Central Asia

In Central Asia statelessness remains a signifi-
cant issue. For 2014 it is estimated that there are
about 30,000 stateless persons in the region. State-
lessness in Central Asia is largely the consequence
of two factors. First, the dissolution of the Soviet
Union, after which many were not able to secure
citizenship of the newly independent States. Sec-
ond, cross - border movements and mixed mar-
riages have lead to statelessness. Many of those
who are stateless today have been in this situation
for decades, while new cases are still being created
as a result of legal gaps, inadequate policies and ad-
ministrative obstacles.

Statelessness is a situation in which a person is
not considered as a citizen of any State. As a con-
sequence of this lack of a formal legal bond to any
State, stateless people face severe hardship in their
lives. This ranges from not being able to secure a
birth certificate for their children, being unable
to access healthcare and education, being barred
from working in the formal labour market and
having limited ability to travel.

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Yovar Boboev, a stateless person from Tajikistan,
who did not acquire citizenship due to a gap in the
nationality law, despite being born and raised in
the country, said: “I am nobody. Sometimes I look
at the people and see how they live — they have cer-
tain rights and live the way they want. And then I
ask — why I don’t have these rights and cannot live
in a way that enjoy my life. At any time I might be
detained or deported from the country, I might be
locked in the basement or even killed - all because
I do not have any identity documentation, I don't
have any status”

Georgyi and Silva, are among those who have
held stateless status for more than 15 years in Turk-
menistan. Georgyi came to Turkmenistan when he
was eight years old. His family was fleeing from
the conflict in Nagorno Karabakh, which led to his
statelessness, “For me it is difficult to find a job, to
travel abroad. Now I am ready to marry, but I can-
not officially register my marriage”.

Silva, being a refugee and stateless person for the
last 23 years, fled from Azerbaijan during Soviet
times. She lost her documents during her journey
to Turkmenistan, where she currently resides. “I
did not see my nephews and nieces who were born
after we left the country”, she said, “but the most
difficult thing I have to live with is that I could not
go to the funeral of my father”.

Eradication of statelessness
requires the political will of States

The political will of States is the main driving
force in the prevention and reduction of stateless-
ness. Such political will can take many forms, de-
pending on the causes of statelessness in the State.
In a world where the number of stateless persons
is estimated to be as many as 10 million people,
UNHCR strives to find solutions to statelessness
by working with the States on a range of activities.
Globally we can see this political will increasing,
with 60 countries having now acceded to the 1961
Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness.

With the political will of States, statelessness can
be eradicated through legislative, administrative and
other measures. States can prevent new instances of
statelessness from arising through reforming their
nationality law to remove the gaps and discrimina-
tory provisions that lead to statelessness, as well as
including safeguards to prevent future cases. Acces-
sion to the two statelessness Conventions allows a
State to show its commitment to the international
standards surrounding the status of stateless per-
sons and the reduction of statelessness. Stateless-
ness, however, is often inherited from one’s parents.
Therefore, it is central that States resolve current
cases as a means of preventing future statelessness.

An example of how such political will, with the
assistance of UNHCR, can find durable solutions to
statelessness, is the recent efforts of Turkmenistan.
Between 2007 and 2011 the Government of Turk-
menistan conducted a registration campaign, which
registered more than 12,000 individuals with unde-
termined nationality. 4,000 individuals, over the last
three years, who were identified as stateless during
the 2007 registration campaign, have been granted
citizenship of Turkmenistan.

Silva and Georgyi were among the 786 stateless
persons granted citizenship in June 2014. After re-
ceiving citizenship, they plan to find a good job and
see their relatives. Georgiy is planning to officially
register his marriage.

Turkmenistan became the first country in Cen-
tral Asia to acceed to the two statelessness Conven-
tions. The citizenship law of Turkmenistan has also
been reformed and as well as providing safeguards
against statelessness, provides a solid legal founda-
tion for implementing solutions to statelessness, re-
forms which Silva and Georgyi benefited from.

UNHCR Seeds for Solution Project

In 2014, UNHCR launched a project called Seeds for Solu-
tions that grants UNHCR operations additional resources to
begin or continue to implement durable solutions for persons
of concern to UNHCR. Four Country Offices of UNHCR out
of 18, that is, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Malay-
sia decided to use these funds to address statelessness issues.
In the three Central Asian countries, the initiatives are aimed
at the eradication of statelessness. The initiatives vary from
registration and information campaigns to law and policy re-
forms.

In Kazakhstan, UNHCR has agreed with the Government
to start joint activities on the elimination of statelessness. The
agreement materialized in the signing of a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) between UNHCR and the Ministry
of Internal Affairs. The MoU envisages a number of phases to
address the problem of statelessness in Kazakhstan. As part
of the agreement with the Government, in July 2014, an in-
formation campaign was launched in all the regions of the
country. The campaign seeks to identify stateless persons
and give a clear picture of the magnitude of statelessness in
the country. As part of the campaign, UNHCR established
a call-center to provide free legal consultations for the state-
less population. Currently, the call-center receives more than
500 calls a month. Callers are provided with advice on docu-
mentation issues, including issues related to acquisition of
nationality and the administrative procedure for the grant-
ing of stateless status. The information gathered through the

In Kyrgyzstan, a large scale registration campaign was
launched in June 2014. As of 2014, according to the official sta-
tistics, there are 11,425 stateless people in Kyrgyzstan. Many
of these are believed to be entitled to citizenship, following the
reforms made in the 2007 Nationality Law of Kyrgyzstan. The
State Registration Service under the Government of the Kyr-
gyz Republic, in cooperation with UNHCR, launched a pilot
project designed to facilitate the documentation and regis-
tration of stateless and undocumented people. Twenty-three
multifunctional mobile teams are visiting all areas in Osh city,
Osh and Jalal-Abad provinces. Five teams in the northern Chui
province, provide free legal consultation and assist the popu-
lation with their citizenship applications. In partnership with
the Fergana Lawyers without Borders, UNHCRSs implement-
ing partner, stateless persons are receiving free legal advice and
assistance close to where they reside. As of the beginning of
August these registration teams already have registered more
than 4,000 persons.

Erkinai Mytaeva, a forty-six year woman with a five children,
was born in Kyrgyzstan when it was a part of the Soviet Union.
Since Kyrgyzstan gained its independence in 1991, she has
never aguired any documentation showing her citizenship of
the Kyrgyz Republic.

“When you live in a village, you are busy with children,
routine, and housework. Maybe for these reasons, I did not
exchange my Soviet passport on time. Later, I thought that I
would need to pay a penalty charge and did not have money
for this. My only breadwinner is my husband. We hardly make
ends meet to feed and bring up five children’, said Erkinai.
“Upon receiving my passport, I will search for a job”

In Tajikistan, UNHCR and inter-agency partners launched,
for the first time, a national project to address statelessness
which benefitted from Seeds for Solutions funding. The extent
of statelessness in Tajikistan is currently unknown, but believed
to be significant — likely in the tens of thousands — and is root-
ed in a complex array of factors, including the dissolution of the
former Soviet Union, unclear or disputed borders areas, past
civil conflicts resulting in cross-border displacement, inter-State
or inter-ethnic marriages and births, and legislative and admin-
istrative gaps in national and regional normative frameworks.

UNHCR is working closely with the Government of Tajiki-
stan to better understand the contours of statelessness in the
country and, most importantly, to take concrete steps to address
it. Favourable reforms to the Constitutional Law on Citizen-
ship are currently pending submission to the Parliament. Atthe
strategic, political and policy levels, the primary vehicle for en-
gagement on the issue is the Inter-Ministerial Working Group
on Statelessness, which UNHCR supports and which recently
endorsed a draft national plan of action to address statelessness,
starting with pilot projects in Soghd and Khatlon provinces.
Operational activities are focused on profiling, identification
and registration activities, which include two broad profiles;
Soviet passport holders without current documentation resid-
ing in Tajikistan and cases which relate to cross-border move-
ments, marriages and births.
