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This Design for Peace catalogue reflects the preservation of an age old artisan
trade of the Tuareg community from Northern Mali who are living as refugees
in Burkina Faso. No matter how little they carried on their backs when fleeing
fighting in Mali, all Malian refugee artisans brought with them their savoir-faire
passed on from generation to generation of leatherworkers and ironsmiths.
The home décor accessories and jewelry in this catalogue are a unique fusion
of artisanal leather, warm and cool tones of hammered metals and accents of
colorful fabrics. Behind every hand-crafted tea box, canister, tray, bowl, candle-
holder and piece of jewelry that we offer, you will find the cultural identity of
the Tuareg. The leather and embossed motifs on these high quality objects
symbolize their nomadic pastoral lifestyle — the sand, the desert, the camel, the
camp settlement and the ritual tea drinking.

The artisans who produce the work in this catalogue are supported by Design
for Peace and UNHCR projects. The projects facilitate their access to quality raw
materials and adequate work spaces and offer them product-line development
and tweaking for international markets. Trainings in design and production
techniques, working efficiently as a group and literacy and numeracy are also
provided by Design for Peace and UNHCR. The aim is to help grow sustainable
businesses and strengthen resilient livelihoods whether refugee artisans stay in
their country of refuge or eventually return home.

Prepayments are offered to the artisans for all orders, reasonable production
times are agreed upon, and prices are based on Fair Trade principles and the
need for the artisans to earn sufficient profits to take care of their families,
rebuild their communities and invest in their futures.

These exquisite multifunctional leather hinged boxes are ideal for storing tea
bags or jewelry but can also be used to organize other items such as napkin
rings or small office supplies. Small Japanese tea cups can be stored in the
lower level of the largest box.

LEATHER

Chrome free and artisanal tanned sheep or goat hides from Burkina Faso.
Women tan the hides by hand using a mixture of water, lime, ash, shea butter
and ammonium sulfate. Leather is protected with classic wax products and can
be cared for with any wax intended for leather, including beeswax (beeswax or
any vegetable based wax should not come in contact with metals).

BOLS DECORATIFS

Hammered metal interior and leather exterior. These metal and leather bowls
go well on an entryway table or console for car keys or pennies or as decoration
on a coffee table or mantel piece. Larger bowls can hold fruits.

METALS

Recycled copper, bronze and aluminum tested for lead using European norms
and standards. Sterling silver earring hooks. All metals are hand beaten and
pattern variations are the trademark of individual artisans. Copper, bronze and
aluminum can be polished with products intended for these metals. Copper
and bronze can also be polished with lemon. All metals should be cleaned
with a humid cloth. Copper will naturally take on beautiful warm brown patina
tones. However, if the shiny copper metallic effect is desired, then this can
be sealed in after cleaning by specialized products found in most hardware
stores.

Design for Peace is a project supported in part by UNHCR. It aims to develop
collaboration between local and refugee artisans and designers from other
countries, particularly France, to experiment with new techniques and to
develop a capsule collection that promotes and merges different know-how
and expertise. The objective of collaboration is to bring out multi-cultural and
innovative designs that take into account the requirements and standards of
the international market.

A comprehensive training and follow-up support program is also offered to
refugees and local artisans to build production and marketing capacity while
improving the socio-economic integration of refugees.
