UNHCR RESETTLEMENT IN 2016 RESPONSE TO THE SYRIA EMERGENCY

Resettlement took place from 79
countries of asylum involving refugees
from 71 countries of origin.

76,943 Syrians were submitted for
resettlement from MENA and Turkey,
compared to 53,005 in 2015. The largest
number of Syrians came from Jordan
(30,181), Lebanon (23,498) and Turkey
(16,682).
