PRELI M NARY

1. This Act may be cited as the Citizenship of Zanbia Act. The Citizenship of
Zanmbi a Act commenced on 4th March, 1977 by virtue of S. 1. No. 55 of 1977*

2. (1) In this Act, unless the context otherw se requires-

"Board" means the Citizenship Board established under section three;

"certificate of registration" neans a certificate of registration issued under
this Act;

"Chai rman" means the Chairman of the Board or any other person appointed to act
as Chairman under section four

"citizen" neans a citizen of Zanbia;
"Constitution" means the Constitution of Zanbia;
"established resident” has the meaning assigned to it in the Constitution

"menber" nmeans a nenber of the Board, and includes any person appointed to act
as a menber under section four

"secretary" nmeans the secretary of the Board;

"Zanbi a consul ate" nmeans an office of a consular officer of the Governnent where
a register of births or residents is kept or, where there is no such office,
such office as may be prescribed.Interpretation

(2) For the purposes of this Act-

(a) a person shall be of full age if he has attained the age of twenty-one
years and of full capacity if he is not a nentally disordered or defective
person, so found and not discharged as sane, under the provisions of the Menta
Di sorders Act; Cap. 305



(b) a person shall be deemed not to have attained a given age until the
begi nni ng-

(i) of the relevant anniversary of the day of his birth;

(ii) in the case of a person born on the 29th February in any year, of the
1st March in the year which is twenty-one years after the year of his birth;

(c) any worman who is or has been married shall be deened to be of full age.

Cl TI ZENSHI P BOARD

3. (1) There is hereby established persuant to Article 8 of the Constitution a
Board to be known as the Citizenship Board. Establishment and conposition of

Citizenshi p Board.

(2) The Board shall consist of the Mnister as Chai rman and four other nenbers
appoi nted by the President.

(3) Subject to the provisions of this Act, a nenmber shall hold office for a
peri od of four years fromthe date of his appointnent, and upon such ternms and
conditions as the President nay determ ne at the tine of his appointnent.

(4) Notwi thstanding the provisions of subsection (3), two of the first four
appoi nted menmbers shall vacate office after a period of two years which shall be
specified in their letters of appointnment.

(5) A retiring menber shall be eligible for re-appointment:

Provi ded that a nenmber who retires after holding office for four years shall not
be eligible for re-appointnent for a period exceeding two years.

4. (1) A person shall not be qualified for appoi ntnent as a nenber
if-Provisions relating to office of nenber

(a) he is not a citizen;
(b) he has not attained the age of twenty-one years;

(¢) he is, under any law in force in Zanbia, adjudged or otherw se declared
to be of unsound m nd;

(d) he has been sentenced to a term of inprisonment of or exceeding six
nont hs;

(e) he is an undi scharged bankrupt, having been adjudged or otherw se
decl ared bankrupt under any written |aw, or

(f) his freedom of novenent is restricted or he is detained under the
authority of any witten |aw

(2) Subject to the provisions of this section-

(a) a menmber shall hold office at the President's pleasure;



(b) the office of a nenber shall becone vacant-

(i) if any circunstances arise that, if he were not a menmber, would cause him
to be disqualified for appointment as such

(ii) obsolete;
(iii) if he resigns his office; or

(iv) at the expiration of the termfor which he was appoi nted or
re-appoi nted. Cap. 1

(3) A nenber may be rempoved fromoffice by the President for inability to
di scharge the functions of his office (whether arising frominfirmty of body or
m nd or from any other cause) or for m sbehaviour

(4) If the office of Chairman is vacant or if the Mnister holding that office
is for any reason unable to performthe functions of his office, then, unti

anot her M nister has been appointed to and has assuned the functions of that
office or until the Mnister holding that office has resuned those functions, as
the case may be, those functions shall be performed by one of the other nenbers
as the President may designate.

(5) If at any tine there are |less than two nenbers besi des the Chairnman, the
Presi dent nmmy appoint any other person to act as a nenber, and the person so
appoi nted shall, subject to the provisions of sub-paragraphs (i) and (ii) of

par agraph (b) of subsection (2), continue to act until the appointnment to act is
revoked by the President.

(6) A nenber may resign his office by witing under his hand addressed to the
Presi dent and his resignation shall take effect when it is accepted by the
Pr esi dent .

5. Subj ect to the provisions of Part Il of the Constitution and
notwi t hstandi ng anything contained in this Act, the President nmay give to the
Board such general directions with respect to the performance of its functions
as he may consi der necessary, and the Board shall give effect to such
directions.Directions by the President.

6. (1) The Permanent Secretary, Mnistry of Home Affairs, shall be the
secretary of the Board and it shall be his duty generally to counsel, aid and
assist the Board in the performance of its functions. Secretary of Board

(2) The Secretary shall conmpile and maintain in the prescribed form
(a) a register of citizens by registration; and

(b) a register of persons who have renounced or been deprived of citizenship
or whose citizenship has ceased under any provision of this Act.

7. (1) If the Board has reason to believe that an error appears in any

regi ster conpiled and mai ntai ned under sub-section (2) of section six, the Board
shall, after giving notice to the person concerned and after considering such
representations fromhimas he may choose to make, direct the secretary to
effect such alterations in the register as may appear to the Board to be
necessary to correct the error.Correction of errors in register



(2) Subject to the provisions of subsection (1), entries in the register shal
be concl usive evidence of the matters therein contained.

8. The Board shall have power to consider and deci de upon-
(a) obsol et e;

(b) any application for registration as a citizen under the provisions of the
Consti tution;

(c) any other matter relating to citizenship in accordance with the
provisions of this Act.Functions of Board

9. The Board shall not be required to assign any reason for the grant or

rejection of any application under this Act, and the decision of the Board nade
under and in accordance with the provisions of this Act shall be final and shal
not be subject to appeal or review in any court: Decisions of Board to be fina

Provi ded that the Board may, in the special circunmstances of any case or in the
light of any new facts conming to its know edge, review its own deci sion

10. The Board shall ordinarily neet for the transacti on of business at such
times as it may consider necessary, but not less than four tinmes in any cal endar
year . Meetings of Board

(2) Any matter at a neeting of the Board shall be decided by a majority of
votes and, in case of an equality of votes, the Chairman shall have a casting
vote in addition to his deliberative vote.

(3) The quorum necessary for the transaction of the business of the Board shal
be three.

(4) The Board nay act notwi thstanding a vacancy in its nmenbership

16. (1) A person to whomthe provisions of Article 6 of the constitution apply
may meke an application to the Board for registration as a citizen in such
manner as may be prescribed. Ot her persons entitled to be registered as citizens.

(2) The Board nmay grant the application for registration as a citizen of a
person who applies for such registration under the provisions of subsection (1)
if the Board is satisfied that he-

(a) is, at the date of his application, ordinarily resident in Zanbia;

() is willing to renounce any citizenship which he may possess; and

(9) has not been refused registration as a citizen within the period of five
years i medi ately preceding his application

(3) Any person born in Zanbia before the comrencement of the Constitution whose
father was not a citizen at the time of such person's birth and who ceased to be
a citizen by reason of his failure to renounce his citizenship by descent, my
make an application to the Board for registration as a citizen; and the Board
may grant such application upon the condition that the applicant shall produce a
certificate of renunciation of his original citizenship within three nonths from
the date on which he is notified that his application for registration as a
citizen has been granted. Cap. 1



(4) The Board nay, on application in witing, grant to any person to whom
subsection (3) applies an extension of the period in which he may renounce his
ot her citizenship.

(5) For the purposes of subsections (2) and (3) where, under the |aw of a
country other than Zanmbia a person cannot renounce his citizenship of that other
country, he need not mmke such renunciation but he may instead nmake such

decl aration concerning such citizenship in such manner as may be prescri bed.

(6) The Board shall cause every person to whoma certificate of registration
has been granted to be notified of the time within which and the person before
whom he may take the oath of allegiance or produce a certificate of
renunci ati on.

(7) A certificate of registration shall be of force and effect only when the
person to whom it has been granted has taken the oath of allegiance and produced
a certificate of renunciation, and, subject to the provisions of subsection (4),
that person shall become a citizen by registration on the day when such
certificate beconmes of force and effect.

17. Application for registration as a citizen under sections fifteen and

si xteen shall not be made by or on behalf of any person who, under any law in
force in Zanbia, is adjudged or otherw se declared to be of unsound nind. Persons
excluded from applying for registration as citizens

18. The period to be taken into account in conputing the period of ten years
mentioned in Article 6(i)(b) of the Constitution shall be that period during
whi ch a person has the right to reside in Zanbia by virtue of an entry permt.

19. (1) A person to whomthe provisions of Article 5 of the Constitution apply
and who is a citizen or has a claimto the citizenship of a country other than
Zanmbi a shall cease to be a citizen upon attaining the age of twenty-two years
unl ess, after attaining the age of twenty-one years, he renounces his
citizenship of that other country or of any claimthereto in such manner as may
be prescribed. Cesser of citizenship

(2) Any citizen of full age who by voluntary act, other than marriage, acquires
the citizenship of a country other than Zambia, or who does any act indicating
his intention to adopt or nake use of such other citizenship, shall cease to be
a citizen on the date of his acquisition of the citizenship of that other
country.

(4) A person to whomthe provisions of Article 9 (2) of the Constitution apply
shall cease to be a citizen at the expiration of three nonths after he becones a
citizen unless he renounces his citizenship of a country other than Zanbi a,
takes the oath of allegiance and nakes and registers a declaration of his

i ntention concerning residence in such manner as may be prescribed. Cap. 1



(5) For the purposes of this Part, where under the |law of a country other than
Zanbi a a person cannot renounce his citizenship of that other country, he need
not make such renunci ation but he may instead make such decl aration concerning
such citizenship in such manner as may be prescri bed.

20. Where, under the provisions of this Part or of Part Il of the
Constitution, the period within which any person is required to nake a

renunci ation of citizenship or take the oath of allegiance or nmake and register
a declaration of his intention concerning residence is prescribed, the Board may
grant an extension of such period, and, where such extension is granted, the
person concerned shall cease to be a citizen only if, at the expiration of the
extended period, he has not nade the renunciation or taken the oath of

al | egi ance or made and registered a declaration of his intention concerning

resi dence, as the case may be. Extension of period.

21. Not wi t hst andi ng anything to the contrary contained in this Part, a person
who ceases to be a citizen and who satisfies the Board that at the time of the
cesser of his citizenship of Zanmbia that he was unaware of such cesser may nmake
application to the Board for his citizenship of Zanbia to be

restored. Restoration of |apsed citizenship

22. (1) A person to whomthe provisions of section thirteen apply may be
deprived of his citizenship of Zambia if, at any tine, the President decides
that his continued citizenship of Zanmbia is not conducive to the public
good. Deprivation of citizenship

(2) Any decision of the President depriving any citizen of his citizenship of
Zanmbi a under subsection (1) shall be final and shall not be subject to appeal or
review in any court.

(3) The Board nay, subject to the provisions of this section, by order, deprive
any citizen (other than a citizen to whomthe provisions Article 4 or 5 of the
Constitution apply) of his citizenship of Zanbia if the Board is satisfied-Cap

1

(a) that the citizen has shown hinself by act or speech to be disloyal or
di saffected towards Zanbi a;

(b) that the citizen has, during any war in which Zanbi a was engaged,

unl awful Iy traded or conmmuni cated with the eneny or been engaged in or
associated with any business that was to his know edge carried on in such manner
as to assist an eneny in that war;

(c) that the citizen has been absent from Zanmbia for a continuous period of
seven years without registering with a Zanmbia consulate in such manner as may be
prescribed, or declaring by notice in witing to the Board his intention to
retain his citizenship of Zanbia;

(d) that the registration as a citizen was obtai ned by nmeans of fraud, false
representation, the conceal ment of any material fact or through sonme other
corrupt practice; or

(e) that the citizen has, to the satisfaction of the Board, been guilty of



currency smuggling or of harbouring crimnals or prohibited inmmgrants.
(4) For the purposes of paragraph (c) of subsection (3), no period-

(a) spent in the discharge of his duties outside Zanbia by a person in the
service of the Governnment; or

(b) during which a person was absent from Zanbia by reason of his service
with an international organisation of which the Governnent was, at the tine of
such service, a nmenber;

shall be taken into account for the purpose of determning the length of a
person's absence from Zanbi a.

(5) The Board shall not deprive a person of his citizenship under this section
unl ess the Board is satisfied that it is not conducive to the public good that
such person should continue to be a citizen

(6) Before meking an order under this section, the Board shall give the person
agai nst whomthe order is proposed to be nmade notice in witing inform ng himof
the ground on which it is proposed to be nade and of his right to have his case
referred for inquiry as provided in subsection (7).

(7) If a person notified in pursuance of the provisions of sub-section (6)
applies for an inquiry within such tine and in such manner as may be prescribed,
the Board shall refer the case for inquiry and report to a commi ssi oner

appoi nted by the Board for the purpose.

(8) The powers, rights and privileges of a comm ssioner appointed in terms of
subsection (7) shall be the same as those conferred on a comm ssioner by the
Inquiries Act, and the provisions of that Act shall, nutatis nutandis, apply in
relation to an inquiry under this section and to a person sumoned to give

evi dence or giving evidence at the inquiry.Cap. 41

(9) A person shall not be qualified for appointnment as a commi ssi oner unl ess he
is or has been a Judge of the Supreme Court, or the H gh Court.

(2) Acitizen of full age and capacity who-
(a) is also a citizen of a country other than Zanbia; or

(b) satisfies the Board that he will, after renouncing his citizenship of
Zanbi a, becone a citizen of another country;

his citizenship of Zanbia and the Board shall, subject to the provisions of
subsection (3), cause such declaration to be registered.

24, (1) The Board may, in such cases as it thinks fit, on the application of
any person with respect to whose citizenship of Zanbia a doubt exists, whether
on a question of fact or law, certify that such person is a citizen.Certificates
of citizenship in cases of doubt

(2) A certificate issued under subsection (1) shall, unless it is proved that
it was obtained by neans of fraud, false representation, the conceal nent of any
mat eri al fact, or through sonme other corrupt practice, be conclusive evidence
that the person was a citizen on the date of the issue of the certificate, but
wi t hout prejudice to any evidence that he was a citizen at an earlier date.

25. (1) Every docunent purporting to be a notice, certificate, order or
declaration, or any entry in a register, given, granted or made under Part |1 of
the Constitution or under this Act shall be received in evidence, and shall

unl ess the contrary is proved, be deened to have been given, granted or nmade by
or on behal f of the person by whom or on whose behalf it purports to have been
gi ven, granted or nmde. Evi dence

(2) Prima facie evidence of any such docunent referred to in subsection (1) may
be given by production of a docunent purporting to be a certified true copy
t hereof by such person and in such manner as may be prescri bed.

shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on conviction to a fine not
exceeding five thousand penalty units or to inprisonment for a term not
exceedi ng twel ve months, or to both.

(2) Any person who, otherwise than in the course of his duties directly or
indirectly by himself or by or through any other person in any manner

what soever, influences or attenpts to influence any decision of the Board shal
be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on conviction to a fine of twenty
five thousand penalty units to inprisonnent for a termof five years, or to
bot h.

(3) The liability of any person in relation to any offence shall not be
af fected by any cesser, renunciation or deprivation of his citizenship of Zanbia
after the comr ssion of the offence.

I aw, no person shall in any |egal proceedings be permtted or conpelled to
produce or disclose any comruni cation, either witten or oral, which has taken
pl ace between the Board and any nenber thereof, or between any nenber of the
Board and the secretary in the performance of any of the functions of the Board,
unl ess the Chairman consents in witing to such production or

di scl osure. Communi cati ons of Board to be privileged

29. (1) No menber or any other person shall, without the consent in witing of
the Chairman, publish or disclose to any person otherwi se than in the course of
his duties the contents or any part of the contents of any docunent,

comuni cation or information whatsoever, which has cone to his know edge in the
course of his duties under this Act.Prohibition of publication and disclosure of
i nformati on to unauthorised persons

(2) Any person who knowi ngly acts in contravention of the provisions of
subsection (1) shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on conviction
to a fine not exceeding one thousand penalty units or to inprisonment for a term
not exceedi ng six months, or to both.

(3) |If any person having information which to his know edge has been published
or disclosed in contravention of subsection (1) publishes or communi cates any
such information to any other person, otherwi se than for the purpose of any
prosecution under this Act or in the course of his duties, he shall be guilty of
an of fence and shall be liable on conviction to a fine not exceedi ng one

t housand penalty units or to inprisonment not exceeding six nonths, or to both.

(iii) citizens who have ceased to be such citizens by a fornmal act of
renunci ation of their Zanbian citizenship followi ng the acquisition of the
citizenship of a country other than Zanbi a;

(iv) ~citizens who have ceased to be such citizens foll owi ng deprivation of
their Zanbian citizenship by the Board;

(b) prescribing anything which under this Act may or is to be prescribed,;

(¢) the registration of anything required or authorised to be registered
under Part Il of the Constitution or under this Act;Cap. 1

(d) the adm ni stration and taking of the oath of allegiance under this Act,
the tinme within which the oath of allegiance shall be taken, and the
regi stration of oaths of allegiance;

(e) the giving of any notice required or authorised to be given to any person
under this Act;

() the cancellation of the registration of, and the cancell ation of
certificates of registration relating to, persons being deprived of or
renounci ng citizenship under this Act, and requiring such certificates to be
delivered up for that purpose;

(9) the registration by persons or classes of persons authorised in that
behal f by the Board, of the births and deat hs of persons of any class or
description born or dying el sewhere than in Zanbi a;

(h) enabling the births and deaths of citizens born or dying in any country
in which the Governnent has for the tine being no diplomtic or consul ar
representatives to be registered by persons serving in the diplomatic, consul ar
or other foreign service of any country which, by arrangenent with the
Government, has undertaken to represent the Government's interests in that
country, or by a person authorised in that behalf by the Board;



(i) defining the circumstances in which and the conditions subject to which
copies of certificates issued under this Act nmay be obtained;

(j) the inposition and recovery of fees in respect of any application mde to
the Board or in respect of any registration, the maki ng of any declaration, the
grant of a certificate, or the taking of the oath of allegiance authorised to be
made, granted or taken under Part Il of the Constitution or under this Act, and
in respect of supplying a certified copy of any notice, certificate, order
declaration, entry or oath made, granted or taken under that Part of the
Constitution or this Act, and for the application of any such fees.Cap.
