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Headnotes: 

1. According to Section 73(1) of the Asylum Procedure Act, recognition of 
refugee status and of the entitlement to asylum must be revoked if the 
individual concerned brings about reasons for exclusion under Section 3(2) 
sentence 1 no. 1 or no. 3 of the Asylum Procedure Act after that recognition.  

2. Not only those who continue or initiate terrorist activities or their support 
from the Federal Republic of Germany (the ‘terrorism reservation’), but also 
those who commit or support war crimes or crimes from humanity from here, 
are excluded from the fundamental right to asylum.  

3. Because the legal status of a person entitled to asylum under Article 16a of 
the Basic Law and a refugee within the meaning of Directive 2004/83/EC may 
be confused with one another, the requirements of Union law under Article 3 
of the Directive forbid recognising an entitlement to asylum or maintaining that 
recognition for a person who is excluded from being a refugee under 
Article 12(2) of the Directive.  
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
