Trends: prevalence of FGM/C has increased by 4% 
between 2006 and 2010; FGM/C is less common among girls 15-19 than 
women 45-49 

Inequalities: Human rights violations affect women and girls differently. 

Girls who are the least educated are at the greatest risk of FGM/C.  

About 20 percent of women believe FGM/C should be discontinued
