•  From 1 to 31 July, the UNHCR -led Protection &

bringing the total of drought driven displaced 
since November 2016 to 860,000.
•  T he number of newly displaced by the drought 
has increased by 25% compared with June (52,000). 
•  Baidoa continues to be the most affected area with 
25,000 new arrivals in July.
•  T here was a decrease recorded in IDP returns with 
3,000 returns primarily from IDP sites in Baidoa town 
to home locations within Baidoa district and elsewhere 
in Bay region, compared to 14,000 in June.
