Migrants and refugees from the 
Horn of Africa continue to travel 
west in a bid to reach Europe by 
crossing the Mediterranean Sea 
from Libya. As of 31 August 2016, 
nationals from the Horn of Africa 
make up 28% of arrivals in Italy via 

the Central Mediterranean route. 

 

 

 

 

 

South Sudanese refugees in the region: 
As of 31 August 2016, 975,000 South Sudanese 
people were displaced in neighbouring countries in the 
region since the start of the conflict in December 2013. 
The UN has warned that the scale of the refugee 
exodus from the country is straining capacities in 

receiving countries. 

South Sudanese refugees in the region: 

Arrivals from Yemen in Djibouti: 
As of 30 April 2016, a total of 36,162 persons had 
arrived in Djibouti since the beginning of the conflict in 
Yemen. N.B. Figures for arrivals between May and  
August were not received in time to  

update this report. 

Arrivals from Yemen in Ethiopia: 
As of 31 August 2016, a total of 13,289 individuals had 
arrived in Ethiopia since the outbreak of violence in 
Yemen, 69% of whom are returning Ethiopian 
nationals. 

Refugees and Asylum seekers: 
As of 31 August 2016, there were 743,732 refugees 
and asylum seekers registered in Ethiopia, the 
majority of whom are South Sudanese (281,612), 
Somali (254,277) and Eritrean (161,615). 

Internal displacement in South  
Sudan: 
As of 31 August 2016, there were  
approximately 1.6 million persons internally  
displaced in South Sudan. 

Refugees in Kenya: 
There were 502,194 registered  
refugees and asylum seekers in  
Kenya at 31 August 2016. 87% 
of the refugee population are 
encamped in Dadaab, Alinjugur  
and Kakuma refugee camps,  
with the remaining 13%  
residing in Nairobi. 
 
 
 

 Voluntary repatriation of 
 Somali refugees:  
As of 31 August 2016, a 
total of 23,676 Somali 
refugees had been 
supported to return to 
Somali since the beginning 
of the year. The 
government has set a goal 
of repatriating  
150,000  
persons by  
December  
2016.

Somali refugees in the region: 
According to UNHCR, as of 31 
August 2016, there are currently 
900,699 registered Somali 
refugees and asylum seekers 
displaced in neighbouring 
countries in the region. 
 

Burundi refugees in the  
region: 
As of 13 September 2016, there were 
295,994 Burundian refugees and 
asylum seekers in countries in the 
region since the outbreak of political 

violence in 2015. 

Internal Displacement: 
At the end of August 2016, there were more than 
2.2 million persons internally displaced within 
Yemen. 

Arrivals in Yemen via the Red Sea: 
An estimated 2,380 migrants and asylum seekers 
arrived on the Red Sea coast in Yemen in August 
2016. (Actual figures may be higher  
as monitoring missions remain 
disrupted by the conflict). 

Departures from Yemen: 
As of 31 August 2016, a total of 33,162 
migrants, asylum seekers and returnees 
had arrived in Somaliland, Puntland and 
South Central zones of Somalia. Somalis 
make up 86% of arrivals from Yemen into 
Somalia. 

Arrivals from Yemen in Sudan: 
As of 31 August 2016, 6,527 
persons had arrived in Sudan 
from Yemen since the outbreak 
of conflict in March 2015.

Arrivals via the Arabian Sea: 
8,096 migrants and asylum 
seekers arrived along the 
Arabian Sea coast of Yemen 
during August 2016. (Actual 
arrivals figures may be higher 
due to disruption of monitoring 

missions).

Egyptian crackdown on irregular migration: 
Egypt’s security forces intercepted more than 900 
migrants of various nationalities in numerate 
attempts to migrate across the Mediterranean to 
Europe. 
 

Refugees in Uganda: 
As of 31 July 2016, there were 
568,414 refugees in Uganda, 
including refugees from South 
Sudan (238,145) and DR 
Congo (215,309), amongst 
other nationalities. 

 

Forcible repatriation of 
Sudanese nationals: 
Under a Memorandum of 
Understanding between Italian 
and Sudanese governments,  
48 Sudanese citizens were 
reportedly deported 48 to 
Sudan. The Egyptian 
government has also been 
accused of undertaking forcible 
repatriations to Sudan. 
 

Sudan to Saudi Arabia migration: 
31 migrants, including 20 Sudanese 
nationals and 5 Ethiopians, were 
intercepted while trying to enter 
Saudi Arabia by sea.
