E] 180 K YouTube hits
With the help of prominent musicians from Ethiopia, Somalia, and Egypt, UNHCR
produced the Dangerous Crossings song to convey this message. The music video @ 65 radio hours
has now been viewed over two million times through three dedicated UNHCR
Facebook platforms — one for international audiences, one for Ethiopians and one
in Somali. The music video has also received critical acclaim, most notably at the i 32 radio stations in Somalia
Cannes Film Festival 2017.
