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Q&A on Education:
‘Accelerated Learning Programme’ for out of school

children

1. What is the Accelerated Learning Programme?

The Accelerated Learning Programme (ALP) has been developed by the Center for Education Research and
Development — CERD under the guidance of the Ministry of Education and Higher Education — MEHE to provide
education for out of school children in Lebanon.

The ALP is based on the Lebanese curriculum. It provides subjects required by the official Lebanese curriculum such
as Arabic, French or English, Mathematics, and Science, in addition to chemistry and physics (for three cycles), as well
as life skills and psycho-social support modules.

The ALP allows refugee children aged 7 to 17 who have been out of school for more than two years to catch up
with the Lebanese educational system, and be able to bridge into the formal education after achieving a certain number
of ALP rounds as needed.

The ALP has 9 levels corresponding to the 9 grades within the Lebanese basic education system (grades 1 to 9). The
child is required to complete an approximate number of 300 hours at a rate of five days for a period that does not
exceed 14 weeks.

2. Do | have to pay for my children to join the programme?

No. The ALP is free of charge. Education services in public schools are free of charge for Lebanese and non-Lebanese
children residing in Lebanon.

Most of the Humanitarian assistance and protection services are free of charge, and delivered by the public institutions
of Lebanon, the UN, including UNICEF and UNHCR, and international and national non-governmental organizations
that are well known in your community.

3. When will the programme start?

Placement tests to access the ALP will take place Sunday 5 June 2016. The outreach team through the UN agencies
(humanitarian workers) will inform the children outreached (parents) about the details of the programme as soon as
possible.

On the day of the placement test, children and parents are requested to be at the designated public schools at 8:30 am
to provide the information required for registration.

Transportation to schools is provided only to targeted children based on distance, safety and vulnerability criteria.
Modalities will be communicated to you by the outreach team later.

The official start date of the program will be scheduled by Mid of June, 2016.

4, How can | know which schools offer the programme?

You can:

-Contact MEHE regional offices.

-Call UNICEF, UNHCR, and their partners for the list of ALP public schools (see below for hotline numbers)
-Ask at UNHCR reception centers

-Find the list in Community Development Centers and Social Development Centers

-Find the list on the Refugees Lebanon website: www.refugees-lebanon.org

List of schools will be provided by the second week of May, 2016 the latest.

5. How will my children integrate the Lebanese education system after
completing the ALP?

Once a child catches up to the age-appropriate school grade, he/she can sit the entrance school exams in order to
enroll in the Lebanese public education system (if enrolment is available).

UNICEF and UNHCR encourage access programmes such as ALP since their aim is to provide children with their basic
rights to learn, fulfill their basic education needs and access certified formal education.

6. If my child is currently in school, can he access the programme?
No. The program is only for children currently out of Lebanese public school.

7. My child has never been to school. Can he/she join the programme?

No, ALP is for children aged 7 to 17 who dropped out for more than two years. As for children who have never been to
school, they will need to be enrolled in other type of non-formal education.

8. Will my child get a recognized certificate from the Lebanese government after
completing the ALP?

No. However, children who pass an ALP level will receive a certificate for that level and will automatically be admitted
to the following level. The ALP certificate is a proof that the child is preparing for formal education in Lebanon.

9. What types of documentation is needed in order to sit for the ALP test?
None, all children who fit the criteria can register in ALP, no additional documentation is needed

10.  Will stationary and books be provided by the schools and UN/ NGOs?

Yes, UN agencies will provide books and stationary in coordination with MEHE.
