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Each PSS needs to be labelled with a specific and unique ID#. The ID# should specify if the PSS
belongs to the (REF) refugee or (RES) resilience component of the JRP.

The following decision tree was developed to assist TFs with the categorization of their PSSs. We expect
that sequentially answering the below set of questions should resolve the issue of categorization for the
majority of projects. If the categorization is still ambiguous after completing the tree, contact the JRPSC

Secretariat.
