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INNOVATION AND PARTNERSHIP: UNHCR is implementing
innovative and inclusive cash assistance with collective efficiencies.

The Common Cash Facility (CCF) provides humanitarian actors with direct and
equal access to a common financial service provider. In Jordan, the CCF provides
90 percent of all cash assistance to vulnerable refugees outside of camp in
Jordan. UNHCR and the Cash Learning Partnership (CaLP) conducted a

review of the Common Cash Facility (CCF). It concluded the CCF to be

a secure, efficient and innovative cash transfer approach that has enabled
predictable cash payments to be made at scale to refugees while streamlining
multiple organizations' cash transfer programmes. UNHCR is now systematically
expanding the CCF to all operations.
