	Brief Background of the Project:
As of December 2015, some 634,064 Syrians are currently registered with UNHCR. This increases the number of persons living in Jordan by 10% as the Kingdom’s current population is approximately 6 million persons. 

Approximately 18% of Syrian refugees reside in refugee camps which are administered by the Government of Jordan (GOJ) appointed Syrian Refugee Affairs Directorate with the support of UNHCR. The largest refugee camp is Zaatari where more than 400,000 Syrians have been registered since its opening in 2012. A large number of refugees have subsequently left to urban and rural areas in Jordan including departures facilitated through a legal system of sponsorship by Jordanians. Others have left through GOJ-organized return to Syria. As of the end of December 2015 the Zaatari Camp population stands at 79,303 persons.
