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Since 2016, Inkomoko, the Rwandan entity of African
Entrepreneur Collective, a social enterprise, has been
supporting refugees and host community entrepreneurs to grow
their businesses. Inkomko’s mission is to provide business
consulting, mentorship, technical assistance and access to
capital so that entrepreneurs can launch and grow their
businesses creating more jobs for refugees and Rwandans alike.
To scale up this initiative Mastercard's Centre for Inclusive
Growth has granted $1m funds, which over the next 3 years will
target a min. of 4000 refugee entrepreneurs and Rwandans,
creating a targeted min. of 8000 jobs.
