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Refugee Higher
Education Program

UNHCR-Refugee Higher Education Program (RHEP) is a program implemented by eight
universities in Japan which supports

refugees who live in Japan,
to complete a four-year undergraduate degree program,
through scholarships from the universities.

The aim of the program is to provide access to higher education for refugees in Japan who would otherwise
have difficulty completing a four-year undergraduate degree program. The students’ tuition fees and other study
expenses will be funded by the universities. At the discretion of the universities, additional scholarship stipends
may be paid to the students on a monthly basis.

The program is coordinated by UNHCR in Japan and Japan for UNHCR.

Official documents which certify the applicants are recognized by the Japanese authorities as a refugee or as
having a refugee-like status with a residency permit;

Academic transcript which certifies either successful completion or expected completion of a twelve-year
course of formal education by March of the admission year, in Japan or in another country;

Identification of household finances which certify that the applicants have financial difficulties and have no
other means of support for university studies;

Official documents which certify that the applicant has sufficient Japanese or English language ability to
complete a four-year undergraduate degree program.

(Results must
be from a test taken within 3 years of the application deadline. The required exam subjects differ depending
on the universities and their academic programs);
