Emergency interventions have been launched to ensure adequate reception conditions in Hitsats camp. So far, a total of 36 temporary communal
emergency shelters, 18 communal latrines and 18 tap stands were made available to new arrivals in Hitsats refugee camp.

[0 Refugees are transported and relocated from border areas and within camps. In addition, the camp layout is conducted. The Hitsats refugee
camp is comprised of 4 Zones divided in 15 blocks and 45 sectors.

I One early childhood, one primary, schools are available, wherein school meals, and vocational skills training for the youth are provided. The
construction of the secondary school is completed.

[J UNHCR and its partners seek to reduce the environmental impact in areas hosting refugees through:
o0 Forest and environmental protection and capacity building on environmental protection. 56,000 trees have been planted to
mitigate the impact of the refugees’ presence in the area.
0 Provision of energy saving stoves and demonstration of biogas pilot project. To date, 1,200 stoves have been distributed.

1 On a monthly basis, food is supplied, transported and distributed to all refugees as well as cash and vouchers. General food basket comprises
Wheat grain, Pulse, CSB, vegetable oil, Sugar, Salt and Cash ETB 60.00
