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Since Sunday no newly affected sites have been identified but response continued in those affected last week. Preparedness measures are being taken for storm Miriam,
which is expected to begin Tuesday evening and continue through Thursday morning. On Tuesday, winds are anticipated to gradually intensify, possibly reaching 100
km/h. Strong winds are predicted to continue on Wednesday accompanied by thunderstorms that could lead to flooding and soil erosion. Temperatures are expected to

decline, especially in the North with snow as low as 600 meters above sea level. 36 percent of Lebanon'’s surface area is currently under snow impacting 793 informal
settlements.

Linkages with partners involved in the response are being strengthened with inter-agency coordination meetings this week focused on preparedness; adjustments were
made to the rapid needs assessment used and was recirculated to all of the regions as well as to distribution tracking and reporting on available contingency stocks.
Partners are continuously evaluating gaps and revising priorities for further response. Coordination with Disaster Risk Management Units through the Governors’ offices
is being enhanced, particularly in the North and Akkar where Miriam may have the highest impact.
