
  Prevalence of Female Genital Mutilation/Cutting (FGM/C) among Women Aged 15-49

  Projections
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Levels: currently, 91% of women aged 15-49 in Egypt have 

undergone some form of FGM/C 
 

Trends: prevalence of FGM/C 

has decreased by 5% between 2005 and 2008; FGM/C is less 

common among girls 15-19 than women 45-49 

Inequalities: Human rights violations affect women and girls differently. 

Girls who are the least educated and living in rural areas, are at the greatest 
risk of FGM/C.  

About 35 percent of women believe FGM/C should be discontinued
