CASH AND PROTECTION 
Cash, together with in-kind assistance and services, helped prevent displaced people 
from resorting to negative survival strategies, such as child labour. In 2019, UNHCR 
provided more than 30 % of its overall cash to meet specific protection outcomes.

INNOVATION AND PARTNERSHIP: UNHCR is implementing 
innovative and inclusive assistance with collective efficiencies.

In December 2018, the four principals of UNHCR, WFP, UNICEF and OCHA 
committed to deliver cash assistance through a common cash approach. The 
statement is in line with UNHCR’s common cash delivery approach, which 
promotes collaborative approaches for cash transfer mechanisms that maximise 
efficiency and predictability, ensure effective coordination, leverage the expertise 
of all partners and maximise economies of scale. The Common Cash Facility (CCF) 
in Jordan now includes 28 partners and the approach is being expanded to other 
operations.
