Good Practices
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Why?

• Consolidate multiple data sources

• Centralise information

• Visually track, analyse, and display

• Get a ‘bigger picture’

• Understand, monitor, & improve

• Inform GRF Indicator Framework



What?

• Visualise pledges and contributions for the GRF

• Provide a light tracking mechanism of progress

made towards implementation of pledges

• Consolidate information on contributions to host  

countries

• Not a financial tracking tool



How?

• Data sourced through online pledges and contributions form

• Periodic reporting (annual) through simple online reporting  
tool (to be developed)

- by pledging entity

- by receiving entity

• State-led multi-stakeholder review

• Support from UNHCR country offices

• Bi-annual global progress report

1. More actors

•Engaging new countries in resettlement and complementary pathways

•Financial and technical support to new and emerging resettlement countries, including through supporting  
the new UNHCR-IOM initiative (CRISP)

•Engagement of an expanded range of stakeholders in growing resettlement and complementary pathways

2. More places

•Expanding the size of existing resettlement programmes through making commitments to sustainably grow  
programmes

•Establishing or expanding community sponsorship programmes, humanitarian admission programmes or
humanitarian visas

•Establishing or expanding complementary pathways and facilitating refugee access to family, work and  
education pathways

3. Better protection and quality

•Expanding diversity and responsiveness of programmes

•Support the integration of refugees, including through policy changes and engaging local communities

• Including protection-safeguards pathways to solutions in complementary pathways
