as a national by any State under the operation of its law.” In simple terms, a stateless 6.842
person does notthave a nationality of any country. Some people are born stateless, 77,870 A
but others become stateless. Currently, millions of people are estimated to be Rt Tajikistan

stateless in the world. Stateless people without documents face difficulty accessing
basic rights such as education; healthcare, employment and freedom of movement.
They are unable to register marriage and even the birth of their children.

A total of 98,238 people are known to be stateless in Kazakhstan,
the Kyrgyz Republic, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan.

Central Asian States have made significant progress in tackling the
challenge. Turkmenistan has acceded the 1954 Convention related
to the Status of Stateless Persons and the 1961 Convention on the
Reduction of Statelessness. Tajikistan (in 2015) and Turkmenistan Tajikistan
(in 2013) have also reformed relevant laws to address statelessness.

UNHCR supports the States’ efforts to develop safeguards against
statelessness at birth, apply the universal definition of a stateless
person, and establish statelessness determination procedures in line
with the international standards.
