HENSIVE RESPONSES IN AFRICA: key achievements

Chad

Announced its formal
application on 3 May 2018

Uganda

Announced its formal
application of the CRRF on
24 March 2017.

Djibouti

Ethiopia

Regional approach for the Somali refugee situation

REGIONAL LEVEL:

In March 2017, Member States of the Intergovernmental Authority on Development
(IGAD) adopted the Nairobi Declaration and its Plan of Action to jointly pursue a region-
al response to the protracted Somali refugee situation, later extended to other groups

of refugees within IGAD.

IGAD Member States that signed the Djibouti Declaration on Regional Refugee Educa-
tion are working to include refugees in their national education systems by 2020.

INSIDE SOMALIA:

- Following the National Forum on Durable Solutions where Somalis them-
selves led discussions on displacement, the National Action Plan on Durable
Solutions for Refugees, Returnees and IDPs was adopted.
