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GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

CONTRACTSFOR THE PROVISION OF GOODS

1. LEGAL STATUS OF THE PARTIES: The United Nations Office of the High Commissiorfer Refugees
(“UNHCR”) and the Contractor shall also each benefd to as a “Party” hereunder, and:

1.1 Pursuantjnter alia, to the Charter of the United Nations and the Catiga on the Privileges and Immunities
of the United Nations, UNHCR, as a subsidiary orghthe United Nations, has full juridical persatablnd
enjoys such privileges and immunities as are necg$sr the independent fulfillment of its purposes

1.2 The Contractor shall have the legal status of atependent contractovis-a-vis UNHCR, and nothing
contained in or relating to the Contract shall bastrued as establishing or creating between tingeBdhe
relationship of employer and employee or of priatignd agent. The officials, representatives, eggds, or
subcontractors of each of the Parties shall natdmsidered in any respect as being the employeagents of
the other Party, and each Party shall be solelgoresible for all claims arising out of or relating its
engagement of such persons or entities.

2. SOURCE OF INSTRUCTIONS: The Contractor shall neither seek nor acceptuntitns from any authority external
to UNHCR in connection with the performance ofatdigations under the Contract. Should any authaxternal to
UNHCR seek to impose any instructions concerningestrictions on the Contractor’'s performance uriderContract,
the Contractor shall promptly notify UNHCR in writj and provide all reasonable assistance requiyddNHCR. The
Contractor shall not take any action in respecthef performance of its obligations under the Cattthat may
adversely affect the interests of UNHCR, and thet@ator shall perform its obligations under thenttact with the
fullest regard to the interests of UNHCR.

3. ASSIGNMENT:

3.1 Except as provided in Article 3.2, below, the Cantor may not assign, transfer, pledge or make cahgr
disposition of the Contract, of any part of the €aat, or of any of the rights, claims or obligatsounder the
Contract except with the prior written authorizatiof UNHCR. Any such unauthorized assignment,sfem
pledge or other disposition, or any attempt to a@loskall not be binding on UNHCR. Except as pdeditvith
respect to any approved subcontractors, the Cdatrabtall not delegate any of its obligations unties
Contract, except with the prior written consentUHCR. Any such unauthorized delegation, or attetomlo
so, shall not be binding on UNHCR.

3.2 The Contractor may assign or otherwise transfer @omtract to the surviving entity resulting from a
reorganization of the Contractor’s operatigm®vided that:

3.2.1 such reorganization is not the result of any baptay receivership or other similar proceedings;
and,

3.2.2 such reorganization arises from a sale, mergeracguisition of all or substantially all of the
Contractor’s assets or ownership interesis),

3.2.3the Contractor promptly notifies UNHCR about sucbsignment or transfer at the earliest
opportunity;and,

3.2.4 the assignee or transferee agrees in writing tbdaend by all of the terms and conditions of the
Contract, and such writing is promptly provided tdHCR following the assignment or transfer.

4. SUBCONTRACTING: In the event that the Contractor requires theisesvof subcontractors to perform any
obligations under the Contract, the Contractor Isbladain the prior written approval of UNHCR. UNIRCshall be
entitled, in its sole discretion, to review the lifications of any subcontractors and to reject pnyposed subcontractor
that UNHCR reasonably considers is not qualifiegppéoform obligations under the Contract. UNHCRIishave the
right to require any subcontractor’'s removal froMlHHCR premises without having to give any justifioattherefor.
Any such rejection or request for removal shall, motand of itself, entitle the Contractor to claany delays in the
performance, or to assert any excuses for the ediofmance, of any of its obligations under the @axt, and the
Contractor shall be solely responsible for all &8s and obligations performed by its subcontractdrhe terms of any
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subcontract shall be subject to, and shall be ooedtin a manner that is fully in accordance wath of the terms and
conditions of the Contract.

5. OFFICIALS NOT TO BENEFIT: The Contractor warrants that it has not and shatlloffer any direct or indirect
benefit arising from or related to the performan¢dhe Contract or the award thereof to any repriegive, official,
employee, or other agent of UNHCR. The Contraatknowledges and agrees that any breach of thigspro is a
breach of an essential term of the Contract.

6. PURCHASE OF GOODS: The following conditions shall apply:

6.1 DELIVERY OF GOODS: The Contractor shall hand over or make availdtegoods, and UNHCR shall
receive the goods, at the place for the deliveryhef goods and within the time for delivery of theods
specified in the Contract. The Contractor shativiite to UNHCR such shipment documentation (incigdli
without limitation, bills of lading, airway billsand commercial invoices) as are specified in thatat or,
otherwise, as are customarily utilized in the traddl manuals, instructions, displays and any othérmation
relevant to the goods shall be in the English lagguunless otherwise specified in the Contract.lessn
otherwise stated in the Contract (including, butlimoited to, in any “INCOTERM?” or similar trade @), the
entire risk of loss, damage to, or destructionhaf goods shall be borne exclusively by the Cordragcttil
physical delivery of the goods to UNHCR in accommamith the terms of the Contract. Delivery of tieods
shall not be deemed in itself as constituting atzoege of the goods by UNHCR.

6.2 INSPECTION OF THE GOODS: If the Contract provides that the goods may beentgd prior to delivery,
the Contractor shall notify UNHCR when the goods r@ady for pre-delivery inspection. Notwithstargdany
pre-delivery inspection, UNHCR or its designatespiection agents may also inspect the goods upavedel
in order to confirm that the goods conform to aggihle specifications or other requirements of tlo@tfact.
All reasonable facilities and assistance, includimgt not limited to, access to drawings and prtidncdata,
shall be furnished to UNHCR or its designated ietipa agents at no charge therefor. Neither theyicey out
of any inspections of the goods nor any failurendertake any such inspections shall relieve thetr@otor of
any of its warranties or the performance of anygattions under the Contract.

6.3 PACKAGING OF THE GOODS: The Contractor shall package the goods for deliiregccordance with the
highest standards of export packaging for the pe quantities and modes of transport of the gootise
goods shall be packed and marked in a proper mannaccordance with the instructions stipulatedha
Contract or, otherwise, as customarily done inttede, and in accordance with any requirements segdy
applicable law or by the transporters and manufacwof the goods. The packing, in particular]lghark the
Contract or Purchase Order number and any othetifidation information provided by UNHCR as wel a
such other information as is necessary for theecvtiandling and safe delivery of the goods. Unt#herwise
specified in the Contract, the Contractor shallehawe right to any return of the packing materials.

6.4 TRANSPORTATION & FREIGHT: Unless otherwise specified in the Contract (idoig, but not limited
to, in any “INCOTERM” or similar trade term), theoftractor shall be solely liable for making allrtsport
arrangements and for payment of freight and insgasosts for the shipment and delivery of the gadads
accordance with the requirements of the Contrathe Contractor shall ensure that UNHCR receives all
necessary transport documents in a timely mannexssm enable UNHCR to take delivery of the goats i
accordance with the requirements of the Contract.

6.5 WARRANTIES: Unless otherwise specified in the Contract, in @odito and without limiting any other
warranties, remedies or rights of UNHCR statedrimrising under the Contract, the Contractor wasamd
represents that:

6.5.1 The goods, including all packaging and packing éb&r conform to the specifications of the
Contract, are fit for the purposes for which sudods are ordinarily used and for any purposes
expressly made known in writing in the Contractd ahall be of even quality, free from faults and
defects in design, material, manufacturer and warkship;

6.5.2 If the Contractor is not the original manufactuoéthe goods, the Contractor shall provide UNHCR
with the benefit of all manufacturers’ warranti@saddition to any other warranties required to be
provided under the Contract;

6.5.3 The goods are of the quality, quantity and desomptequired by the Contract, including when
subjected to conditions prevailing in the placdimdl destination;
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6.5.4 The goods are free from any right of claim by aniyd-party, including claims of infringement of
any intellectual property rights, including, but timited to, patents, copyright and trade secrets;

6.5.5 The goods are new and unused;

6.5.6 All warranties will remain fully valid following apdelivery of the goods and for a period of nosles
than one (1) year following acceptance of the gdndgNHCR in accordance with the Contract;

6.5.7 During any period in which the Contractor’s wariastare effective, upon notice by UNHCR that
the goods do not conform to the requirements ofdbetract, the Contractor shall promptly and at its
own expense correct such non-conformities or, seaz its inability to do so, replace the defective
goods with goods of the same or better qualityabiits own cost, remove the defective goods and
fully reimburse UNHCR for the purchase price paidthe defective goods; and,

6.5.8 The Contractor shall remain responsive to the ne€tBNHCR for any services that may be required
in connection with any of the Contractor’'s warrastunder the Contract.

ACCEPTANCE OF GOODS:. Under no circumstances shall UNHCR be requireactept any goods that do
not conform to the specifications or requiremerithe Contract. UNHCR may condition its acceptaotthe
goods upon the successful completion of accepttasts as may be specified in the Contract or otiserw
agreed in writing by the Parties. In no case sHAIHCR be obligated to accept any goods unlessuanid
UNHCR has had a reasonable opportunity to inspecgbods following delivery. If the Contract sgied that
UNHCR shall provide a written acceptance of thedgdhe goods shall not be deemed accepted uniess a
until UNHCR in fact provides such written accept&andn no case shall payment by UNHCR in and d@fits
constitute acceptance of the goods.

REJECTION OF GOODS: Notwithstanding any other rights of, or remedieailable to UNHCR under the
Contract, in case any of the goods are defectivetioerwise do not conform to the specificationsotirer
requirements of the Contract, UNHCR, at its solgaop may reject or refuse to accept the goods,vaititin
thirty (30) days following receipt of notice fromNHCR of such rejection or refusal to accept thedgpahe
Contractor shall, in sole option of UNHCR:

6.7.1 provide a full refund upon return of the goodsagpartial refund upon a return of a portion of the
goods, by UNHCRor,

6.7.2 repair the goods in a manner that would enablegtiels to conform to the specifications or other
requirements of the Contract;,

6.7.3 replace the goods with goods of equal or bettelitgyuand,

6.7.4 pay all costs relating to the repair or returnha tefective goods as well as the costs relatingdo
storage of any such defective goods and for theeatglof any replacement goods to UNHCR.

In the event that UNHCR elects to return any of ¢foeds for the reasons specified in Article 6.70\eh
UNHCR may procure the goods from another sourceaddition to any other rights or remedies avadiabl
UNHCR under the Contract, including, but not limite, the right to terminate the Contract, the Cactbr
shall be liable for any additional cost beyond theance of the Contract price resulting from anghsu
procurement, includingnter alia, the costs of engaging in such procurement, antlCRI shall be entitled to
compensation from the Contractor for any reasanalpenses incurred for preserving and storingytuels
for the Contractor’s account.

TITLE: The Contractor warrants and represents thatdabdgdelivered under the Contract are unencumbered
by any third party’s title or other property rightacluding, but not limited to, any liens or setytinterests.
Unless otherwise expressly provided in the Contitétta in and to the goods shall pass from the t€aor to
UNHCR upon delivery of the goods and their acceany UNHCR in accordance with the requirements of
the Contract.

6.10EXPORT LICENSING: The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining export license required with

respect to the goods, products, or technologieduding software, sold, delivered, licensed or othise
provided to UNHCR under the Contract. The Contnashall procure any such export license in an ditipeis
manner. Subject to and without any waiver of thgileges and immunities of UNHCR, UNHCR shall lend
the Contractor all reasonable assistance requicgdobtaining any such export license. Should any
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Governmental entity refuse, delay or hinder the t€mtor’'s ability to obtain any such export licensiee
Contractor shall promptly inform UNHCR in writinghd consult with UNHCR to enable UNHCR to take
appropriate measures to resolve the matter.

7. INDEMNIFICATION:

7.1 The Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold aave harmless, UNHCR, and its officials, agemis a

employees, from and against all suits, proceediclgins, demands, losses and liability of any kimchature
brought by any third party against UNHCR, includifmit not limited to, all litigation costs and exges,
attorney’s fees, settlement payments and damagesdton, arising from, or relating to:

7.1.1 allegations or claims that the possession of or lImpeUNHCR of any patented device, any
copyrighted material, or any other goods, propertgervices provided or licensed to UNHCR under
the terms of the Contract, in whole or in part,asefely or in a combination contemplated by the
Contractor’s published specifications thereforptiterwise specifically approved by the Contractor,
constitutes an infringement of any patent, copyriglademark, or other intellectual property rigiit
any third partypr,

7.1.2 any acts or omissions of the Contractor, or of angcontractor or anyone directly or indirectly
employed by them in the performance of the Contrabtch give rise to legal liability to anyone not
a party to the Contract, including, without limitat, claims and liability in the nature of a clafor
workers’ compensation.

7.2 The indemnity set forth in Article 7.1.1, aboveasimot apply to:

7.2.1 A claim of infringement resulting from the Contras compliance with specific written instructions
by UNHCR directing a change in the specificatiomisthe goods, property, materials, equipment or
supplies to be or used, or directing a manner dbp@ance of the Contract or requiring the use of
specifications not normally used by the Contraator;

7.2.2 A claim of infringement resulting from additions @ changes in any goods, property, materials
equipment, supplies or any components thereof shed under the Contract if UNHCR or another
party acting under the direction of UNHCR made stizanges.

7.3 In addition to the indemnity obligations set fonththis Article 7, the Contractor shall be oblightat its sole

expense, to defend UNHCR and its officials, agemd employees, pursuant to this Article 7, regasiief
whether the suits, proceedings, claims and demiangsestion actually give rise to or otherwise fesuany
loss or liability.

7.4 UNHCR shall advise the Contractor about any sudts,sproceedings, claims, demands, losses or iliabil

within a reasonable period of time after havingereed actual notice thereof. The Contractor shalle sole
control of the defense of any such suit, proceeditegm or demand and of all negotiations in conioacwith
the settlement or compromise thereof, except wé$pect to the assertion or defense of the privileyed
immunities of UNHCR or any matter relating theretdyich only UNHCR itself is authorized to asserfan
maintain. UNHCR shall have the right, at its owpense, to be represented in any such suit, prowgedaim
or demand by independent counsel of its own chgosin

In the event the use by UNHCR of any goods, prgpertservices provided or licensed to UNHCR by the
Contractor, in whole or in part, in any suit or geeding, is for any reason enjoined, temporarily or
permanently, or is found to infringe any patentpygght, trademark or other intellectual properight, or in

the event of a settlement, is enjoined, limitedtirerwise interfered with, then the Contractoritatsole cost
and expense, shall, promptly, either:

7.5.1 procure for UNHCR the unrestricted right to conenusing such goods or services provided to
UNHCR,;

7.5.2 replace or modify the goods or services provided WHCR, or part thereof, with the equivalent or
better goods or services, or part thereof, thabisinfringing;or,

7.5.3 refund to UNHCR the full price paid by UNHCR forethight to have or use such goods, property or
services, or part thereof.

of the Contract, of any vehicles, boats, airplaoeother transportation vehicles and equipment,
whether or not owned by the Contractangd,

8.2.4 such other insurance as may be agreed upon img/tigtween UNHCR and the Contractor.

The Contractor’s liability policies shall also coveubcontractors and all defense costs and shathitna
standard “cross liability” clause.

The Contractor acknowledges and agrees that UNHEGRpas no responsibility for providing life, health
accident, travel or any other insurance coveragé&lwmay be necessary or desirable in respect of any
personnel performing services for the Contractaannection with the Contract.

Except for the workers’ compensation insuranceny self-insurance program maintained by the Coturac
and approved by UNHCR, in its sole discretion, ffoirposes of fulfilling the Contractor’s requiremerior
providing insurance under the Contract, the insteggolicies required under the Contract shall:

8.5.1 name UNHCR as an additional insured under the liigbpolicies, including, if required, as a
separate endorsement under the policy;

8.5.2 include a waiver of subrogation of the Contractamsurance carrier’s rights against UNHCR;

8.5.3 provide that UNHCR shall receive written noticerfrthe Contractor’s insurance carrier not less than
thirty (30) days prior to any cancellation or makchange of coveragend

8.5.4 include a provision for response on a primary aod-contributing basis with respect to any other
insurance that may be available to UNHCR.

TheContractor shall be responsible to fund all amowvitisin any policy deductible or retention.

Except for any self-insurance program maintainedh@yContractor and approved by UNHCR for purpades
fulfilling the Contractor’'s requirements for maimgng insurance under the Contract, the Contrastuall
maintain the insurance taken out under the Contwébt reputable insurers that are in good finanstahding
and that are acceptable to UNHCR. Prior to thermentement of any obligations under the Contraet, th
Contractor shall provide UNHCR with evidence, i tlorm of certificate of insurance or such othanfaas
UNHCR may reasonably require, that demonstratetstilgaContractor has taken out insurance in acouela
with the requirements of the Contract. UNHCR reserthe right, upon written notice to the Contracto
obtain copies of any insurance policies or insueapogram descriptions required to be maintainedhiey
Contractor under the Contract. Notwithstanding phevisions of Article 8.5.3, above, the Contracsbiall
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promptly notify UNHCR concerning any cancellationmaterial change of insurance coverage requiregun
the Contract.

8.8 The Contractor acknowledges and agrees that nellearequirement for taking out and maintainingunasice
as set forth in the Contract nor the amount ofsarch insurance, including, but not limited to, aeguctible or
retention relating thereto, shall in any way bestomed as limiting the Contractor’s liability angi under or
relating to the Contract.

9. ENCUMBRANCESAND LIENS: The Contractor shall not cause or permit any, litmchment or other encumbrance
by any person to be placed on file or to remairfilerin any public office or on file with the UnieNations against any
monies due to the Contractor or that may becomefaluany work done or against any goods suppliednaterials
furnished under the Contract, or by reason of dahgroclaim or demand against the Contractor or URHC

10. EQUIPMENT FURNISHED BY UNHCR TO THE CONTRACTOR: Title to any equipment and supplies that may
be furnished by UNHCR to the Contractor for thefgenance of any obligations under the ContractIstest with
UNHCR, and any such equipment shall be returnedN&ICR at the conclusion of the Contract or whenlarger
needed by the Contractor. Such equipment, whemned to UNHCR, shall be in the same condition hemdelivered
to the Contractor, subject to normal wear and tead, the Contractor shall be liable to compensat¢iOR for the
actual costs of any loss of, damage to, or deg@udaf the equipment that is beyond normal weartaad

11. COPYRIGHT, PATENTSAND OTHER PROPRIETARY RIGHTS:

11.1 Except as is otherwise expressly provided in mgitin the Contract, UNHCR shall be entitled to all
intellectual property and other proprietary righi€luding, but not limited to, patents, copyrightd
trademarks, with regard to products, processesntinns, ideas, know-how, or documents and othéeniats
which the Contractor has developed for UNHCR urilerContract and which bear a direct relation tarer
produced or prepared or collected in consequenoar afuring the course of, the performance of tbat@ct.
The Contractor acknowledges and agrees that swchugts, documents and other materials constitut&svo
made for hire for UNHCR.

11.2 To the extent that any such intellectual propertpther proprietary rights consist of any intefled property
or other proprietary rights of the Contractor: tfipt pre-existed the performance by the Contracfaits
obligations under the Contract, or (ii) that then€actor may develop or acquire, or may have deeslcor
acquired, independently of the performance of liigations under the Contract, UNHCR does not dralls
not claim any ownership interest thereto, and thatactor grants to UNHCR a perpetual license tosigh
intellectual property or other proprietary rightledp for the purposes of and in accordance with the
requirements of the Contract.

11.3 At the request of UNHCR, the Contractor shall takenecessary steps, execute all necessary dotsrard
generally assist in securing such proprietary sghhd transferring or licensing them to UNHCR in
compliance with the requirements of the applicddleand of the Contract.

11.4 Subject to the foregoing provisions, all maps,wiings, photographs, mosaics, plans, reports, estina
recommendations, documents, and all other data ibexiripy or received by the Contractor under the tGont
shall be the property of UNHCR, shall be made ald for use or inspection by UNHCR at reasondhbieg
and in reasonable places, shall be treated asdemtifal, and shall be delivered only to UNHCR auittex
officials on completion of work under the Contract.

12. PUBLICITY, AND USE OF THE NAME, EMBLEM OR OFFICIAL SEAL OF THE UNITED NATIONS OR
OF UNHCR: The Contractor shall not advertise or otherwisdenpublic for purposes of commercial advantage or
goodwill that it has a contractual relationship hwthe United Nations or UNHCR, nor shall the Cociiog, in any
manner whatsoever use the name, emblem or offie@l of the United Nations or of UNHCR, or any abfmtion of
the name of the United Nations or of UNHCR in catime with its business or otherwise without theitten
permission of UNHCR.

13. CONFIDENTIAL NATURE OF DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION: Information and data that is considered
proprietary by either Party or that is delivereddisclosed by one Party (“Discloser”) to the otRerty (“Recipient”)

The Recipient shall not be precluded from discligdnformation that is (i) obtained by the Recipiaithout
restriction from a third party who is not in breawhany obligation as to confidentiality to the asvrof such
Information or any other person, or (ii) disclodsdthe Discloser to a third party without any oblign of
confidentiality, or (iii) previously known by theeRipient, or (iv) at any time is developed by theciRient
completely independently of any disclosures hereund

These obligations and restrictions of confideittiakhall be effective during the term of the Cauwoty
including any extension thereof, and, unless othssrwprovided in the Contract, shall remain effegtiv
following any termination of the Contract.
