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Conflict, persecution and civil strife continued to uproot millions of people, often in harrowing circumstances. Yet at the same time, a groundswell of
solidarity was evident. The Global Compact for Refugees was affirmed by the UN General Assembly, presenting a new set of opportunities to translate
the principle of responsibility-sharing into concrete action, building on a growing number of positive examples of the application of the Comprehensive

Refugee Response Framework.

Amidst these challenges, with the support of committed donors, and working closely with generous host countries and other partners, we still faced

a race against time to stabilize conditions. It left a funding gap of 43%.

By giving substance to the Compact, and working together to translate its promise into action with the first Global Refugee Forum, to take place in
December 2019, we look forward to strengthening cohesion and building opportunities for millions of uprooted people and hosting communities worldwide.

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By the end of 2018, an unprecedented 70.8 million people around the world had been forced from their homes, double the number from 20 years ago and an increase
of 2.3 million people within the span of one year. Among them are nearly 25.9 million refugees, 41.3 million Internally Displaced People and 3.5 million Asylum Seekers.
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By the end of 2018, UNHCR Thailand had 582130 persons of concern under our care:
97,577 Myanmar refugees in camps, 5,612 urban refugees and asylum seekers, 478,843
stateless people and 98 others. Our staff consisted of 144 Thai nationals and 25
international, based in Bangkok and field offices.
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In 2018, a total of 13,814 refugees received information regarding Facilitated Voluntary Repatriation and
93 refugees formally and voluntarily repatriated to Myanmar. UNHCR supported partners IOM and
Handicap International in providing services and necessities to refugees prior to their departure.
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3,525 refugee children were registered and provided with birth certificates.
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UNHCR continues to monitor cases of Sexual and Gender Based Violence
(SGBV). In 2018, 15,514 individuals received training to improve SGBV
prevention and response.
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UNHCR is mandated to identify and protect stateless people and to prevent and reduce
statelessness. UNHCR launched the #IBelong Campaign to End Statelessness by
2024, working with the Royal Thai Government and partners to achieve its goals.
With the support of ADRA, UNHCR operates Service Points in Chiang Rai to provide
information and counselling services on citizenship applications.

In 2018, 16,160 persons acquired nationality countrywide (a record since the
adoption of Thailand’s 2005 national strategy to address statelessness.) and
11,700 stateless persons received assistance and legal counselling sessions in
preparation of citizenship applications.
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In 2018, UNHCR Goodwill Ambassador, Praya Lundberg, travelled to our Service Points in Chiang Rai and met with many stateless families. Also
in 2018, Ms. Tuenjai Deetes, a life-long campaigner for the rights of stateless people in Thailand, was named the UNHCR Nansen Refugee

Award Finalist for Asia.
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In 2018, 5 new emergency situations were declared. Donors from Thailand helped raise funds for a number of these including the volcano devastation in
Guatemala, the earthquake in Indonesia, and the Nobody Left Outside campaign in Rwanda.
