Since then, she has been a key voice in raising awareness
and educating the Thai public on refugee issues, and has assisted in many fundraising efforts such as UNHCR’s Namjai for
Refugees campaign to help refugees in the country. Pu has also visited 4 refugee camps in Thailand, where she met Jonity,
Tanda, and others who inspired her with their stories. Recently, she visited Jordan’s Zaatari refugee camp, one of the largest
refugee camps in the world.
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UNHCR Goodwill Ambassadors are prominent individuals who are dedicated to the
refugee cause. They contribute to UNHCR efforts by raising awareness and participating
in fundraising activities to extend our public outreach and by doing so help alleviate

the plight of refugees across the world.

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Angelina Jolie was appointed UNHCR Special Envoy in April 2012 after more than 10 years of
dedicated service to the refugee cause. In her expanded role, Jolie focuses on major crises
that result in mass population displacements. She also engages with decision-makers on
global displacement issues and represents UNHCR at the diplomatic level.
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On one hot afternoon, at Tham Hin refugee camp in Ratchaburi, the With You team encountered a brave young girl called “Tanda”.
Living only with her ailing grandmother, Tanda took on all the responsibilities of an adult. She cooked and cleaned and even fed
her grandmother food every single day. When asked what she wanted to be when she grew up, her reply was simple. “I'd like to
be a teacher so | can make enough money to take care of my grandmother”. Tanda was not aware that her life would later inspire one
woman. That woman tells the story of Tanda to inspire more people. That women later became UNHCR’s Goodwill Ambassador

and her name is Pu Praya Lundberg.
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Japanese rockstar, Miyavi, who also starred in Angelina Jolie’s movie
‘Unbroken’ visited the Tham Hin refugee camp in Ratchaburi.
He performed for the refugees, donated some musical instruments
and learned about the refugee situation in Thailand.
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The UN Refugee Agency, in collaboration with the well-respected Buddhist
monk, Venerable V. Vajiramedhi, the Museum of Contemporary Art (MOCA
Bangkok), Khao Yai Art Museum and Hybrid Art Collectors, launched an
“Art Auction for Refugees” project in an effort to raise funds for UNHCR'’s
global campaign “Nobody Left Outside” to build or improve shelter for
2 million refugees in 12 countries around the world, including Jordan,
Lebanon, Rwanda and Chad. The total money raised from the Art Auction

was over 9 million baht.
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UN High Commissioner for Refugees Filippo Grandi today witnessed
at first-hand what he termed the immense scale of urgent humanitarian
needs in Homs, Syria, while meeting displaced persons in the city,
on the second-day of a landmark visit to the country.
