On 17 December 2018, the United Nations General Assembly agreed on a new
framework for refugees. The Global Compact on Refugees aims to transform
the way the world responds to the refugee crises. It calls for a stronger global
response where everyone plays a part by taking in refugees, investing in them
and easing pressure on host countries — often among the poorest in the world.
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Improved conditions has led to the return of 565 refugees
in Thailand to south-eastern Myanmar as part of the
third voluntary repatriation process led by the Royal
Thai Government and the Government of the Union of
Myanmar, with the support of UNHCR, and its partners.

UNHCR supports efforts to find durable solutions for
refugees, providing a chance to return home in safety
and dignity, and to rebuild their lives after years of
displacement in Thailand.
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Refugees from Ban Mae La are waiting for
registration services and a brief medical check-up
before departure at the Voluntary Repatriation
Center (VRC) facilitated by UNHCR and its partners.
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UNHCR distributes blankets, shovels and mattresses (core relief items) to
the most urgent cases.

After eight years of conflict in Syria, humanitarian needs remain at record
levels. Refugees are increasingly contemplating whether to return, and if so
when, but fear is holding many of them back.
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“My father was shot, as well as my uncle, cousin and neighbour, and our house
has been destroyed” said Abdulhay, who is eight years old — the same age as
the war in Syria. “| am scared to go back because war means shooting.” He and
his family escaped to Northern Lebanon where they live in safety. They dream
of returning to Syria, but fear what might await them back home.
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Zahida, 35, stands in front of the ruins of her house.
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“When | saw it, it was one of the saddest moments in my life.” Zahida, single
mother and Syrian refugee described the moment she decided to return to
her home country. “The destruction was indescribable, and at first | didn’t
recognize my town,” she said. But being a refugee was taking a heavy toll
on her and the children so they decided to return home to start rebuilding
their lives again.

Whether to return and if so when — is a question facing millions of Syrian
refugees in the region. Safety and security are crucial factors, but not the
only ones. For many people, the answer also hinges on concerns about
housing; legal issues, such as missing documents and property deeds;
availability of livelihoods; and access to health care and schools.
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Our donors show support for refugees in a variety of ways. DM Home Co., Ltd., a leading furniture company, donated to support the work of UNHCR to end
statelessness. The parents and children of Concordian International School organized a fundraising activity to support refugees around the world. Several refugees
have been encouraged by written messages from donors in Thailand. Such is the immense power of solidarity with refugees shown by our donors in action!
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UNHCR Goodwill Ambassador, Praya Lundberg, visited Nupo and Umpiem refugee camps in Tak Province, Thailand. Her visit came just after the fire
incident at Nupo camp at the beginning of March. She also reported that UNHCR could promptly provide aid to the affected areas with the
continuous support of donors.
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UNHCR High Profile Supporter, Jirayu “Got” Thantrakul, took part in a press conference on Laguna Phuket Marathon 2019. He will join the running event
on 8-9 June 2019 in Phuket to support the “2 Billion Kilometres to Safety” campaign by UNHCR, challenging participants from across the globe to show
solidarity with refugees.
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Under the Namjai for Refugees campaign by UNHCR which aims to raise funds to provide refugees all over the world with four basic needs (clean water,
shelter, medicine and clothing), Khun Wannasingh Prasertkul, UNHCR High Profile Supporter, organized a documentary and story telling workshop with all
proceeds going towards the campaign.
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Our UNHCR family is devastated by the tragic loss of United Nations colleagues in the Ethiopian Airlines crash on 10 March, which included
three UNHCR staff members. We continue to mourn our dear colleagues and all the other victims and extend our deepest sympathy to their
families.
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Some 12,000 refugees living in Tongogara refugee camp need help fast. Their houses and latrines have been totally damaged and
have collapsed in many places.
