The majority flee to Columbia and Peru
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Over 3 million people have fled Venezuela since 2014
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5,000 people flee Venezuela every day, on average
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This is the largest exodus in the recent history of Latin America
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Families are being compelled to leave Venezuela for nearby countries because of violence, insecurity,
and lack of food, medicine and essential services. Host communities in neighbouring countries have been

generally welcoming but are becoming increasingly overstretched.
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Many people are arriving scared, tired and in immediate need of protection, shelter, food and medicine.
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We are present on the ground along key borders to identify people who need special help, and provide
water and basic supplies to people who have just crossed. We work closely with governments to support

registration, relocation, job opportunieis and other services.
