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The first Global Refugee Forum was held between 17-18 December 2019 at the Palais des Nations in

Geneva. It focused on six themes: arrangements for burden and responsibility-sharing, education,
jobs and livelihoods, energy and infrastructure, solutions and protection capacity.
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ABOUT Nansen Refugee Awa rd The UNHCR Nansen Refugee Award honours those who go above and beyond the call

of duty to protect refugees, displaced and stateless people. The award includes a
US$150,000 prize donated by the governments of Switzerland and Norway. In close
consultation with UNHCR, the laureate uses the monetary award to complement their
existing work.

Established in 1954, the Award celebrates the legacy of Fridtjof Nansen, the first High
Commissioner for Refugees for the League of Nations.
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Azizbek Ashurov, the winner of the 2019 UNHCR Nansen Refugee Award, has helped over 10,000 people to gain Kyrgyz nationality
after they became stateless following the dissolution of the Soviet Union, including some 2,000 children will now have the right to an
education and a future with the freedom to travel, marry and work.
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Humanitarian Corridors is a cross-border initiative established with the ltalian
Government in 2015 to help vulnerable refugees safely start a new life in Italy.
More than 2,000 people have been legally resettled to Italy and 350 more to
France. A recently signed agreement will allow 600 more refugees to travel
from Jordan, Lebanon, Ethiopia and Niger.
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Bianka Rodriguez from El Salvador, a young trans woman and executive
director of NGO COMCAVIS TRANS, who advocates for the rights of
forcibly displaced LGBTI people in the country.
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Evariste Mfaume, the founder of NGO Solidarité des Volontaires pour
I’'Humanité in the Democratic Republic of the Congo, advocates for
Congolese people displaced by conflict and refugees to be given land
to farm to help them generate income and rebuild their lives.
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Abeer Khreisha, a community volunteer in Jordan, known as “Mother of Syrians”
for her work helping refugees. Whatever the issue, they know that the smiling
50-year-old will do everything in her power to help.
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Alberto Cairo, a physiotherapist in Afghanistan who has dedicated almost
30 years of his life to providing prosthetic limbs and helping injured Afghans
find jobs.
