When he was 10 years
old, UNHCR helped him and his family to resettle in the UK. Now 18 and
possessing his first professional contract with Sheffield United, the four-
times FA Cup winners, Kler allows himself to dream again.

“I know that | am representing myself, my family, friends and everyone in
Myanmar and Thailand. | want to be a positive role model and a symbol

of hope that there is life outside the refugee camps.” Kler said.
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Hollywood actor and model Ger Duany was one of the thousands of
orphaned or separated Lost Boys forced to flee Sudan during the 1983-2005
civil war. Duany managed to escape to neighbouring Ethiopia aged 14 and
was eventually resettled to the United States from the Dadaab refugee camp
in Kenya. At the time, the peace activist could neither read nor write in English
but he ended up completing a college education in his new homeland. He was
appointed as UNHCR Goodwill Ambassador for the East & Horn of Africa in
2015 to spread awareness and understanding about

the challenges facing milions of forcibly

displaced people around the world.
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
