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Introduction

The main purpose of the Opinion Poll was to assess the perception of
the general public for refugees and migrants in Cyprus.

The study will enable UNHCR to develop and utilize appropriate communication
tools that best address the information needs of the public and thereby enhance
greater understanding and support for refugees. Also it will enable the office
to develop a better designed strategy to promote and facilitate integration.

Methodology

Coverage: The study covered a nationally representative sample of Greek
Cypriot and Turkish Cypriot citizens, aged over |8 years. The sample
distributed proportionately between urban and rural areas in all the districts of
Cyprus.

Sample size: The sample sizes effectively gave us a sufficient base for
statistically analyzing the findings — at a 95% confidence level — based on
various demographic parameters such as gender, age, geographical district and
education level group.

Data Collection Method: For the completion of the survey two methods of
data collection were used. The interviews at the Republic of Cyprus conducted
via telephone, using RAl's latest technology Call Centre, and for the north
part of the island personal face-to-face interviews were carried out, by RAl’s
associate company, Lipa Consultancy.
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Sample Structure

Both sample structures were developed based on the latest census data for the
Republic of Cyprus in 201 | and for north Cyprus (201 1).

In general people in Cyprus are found to a certain extent to be aware of
the needs of refugees and migrants. Despite appearing to embrace
multiculturalism their answers to a number of questions revealed significant
concerns and fears vis-a-vis migrants and refugees. Namely, that due to the small
size of the island and the limited resources (especially during times of financial
crisis) even a few thousand refugees or migrants would be difficult to support
and integrate. Many Cypriots view Cyprus as a transit country for refugees
and view any integration support as the medium which will pave the ground for
moving to other (richer) countries.
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Another significant finding was the high percentage of people who did not
appear to acknowledge the differences between various migratory groups.

Understanding Concepts

A ‘refugee’ is considered to be a person who is fleeing persecution, war or human
violations, or a displaced person from his/her own home who has lost everything.

A ‘migrant’ is considered to be a person fleeing his/her country to seek refuge
or help, or a person who migrates out of choice or even an asylum-seeker.

People from Syria are described by most Cypriots as Refugees or economic
migrants. There is also a significant number of people who see them as people
on the move, illegal migrants or irregular migrants.

Refugees in Cyprus are thought to be mostly people coming from the Middle
East. Fewer respondents also mentioned refugees coming from Asia and Africa
as well.

One of the biggest challenges is to establish the difference between Refugees
and Immigrants among both communities.

Understanding refugee profile in Cyprus

When asked to estimate the numbers of refugees currently in Cyprus we get
around 50.000 for the Greek Cypriots and less than 20.000 for the Turkish
Cypriots. In both cases the majority of respondents think that there are too
many refugees in Cyprus.

This majority becomes overwhelming when we ask them whether they feel there
are too many migrants in Cyprus. For the Greek Cypriots migrants are coming
mainly from the EU and Asia while for the Turkish Cypriots mainly from Turkey
and fewer from Asia.

Summary of Findings

Understanding Refugees needs

Greek Cypriots seem to be a little bit more appreciative in understanding the
various needs of refugees. Around 8 out of 10 Greek Cypriots mention that
refugees need to be able to live in dignity in a new country, to be able to
stand on their own feet, and also that they need understanding and empathy. On
the Turkish Cypriot side the majority of respondents mention that the refugees
living in the northern part of Cyprus just wish to live on welfare.

Different opinions are expressed between Greek Cypriots and Turkish
Cypriots as to whether they feel their government is doing enough for
refugees. In the Greek Cypriot side the majority feel that the Government
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is doing all it can for refugees and is even spending too much money. On the
contrary in the Turkish Cypriot side the overwhelming feeling is that the
government is not doing enough for refugees.

Around 6 out of 10 Cypriots believe that the refugees are having a difficult
time, especially due to the economic crisis. It is obvious that the vast majority
of Cypriots do not wish refugees to stay in Cyprus and receive support in their
integration efforts. Instead they expressed the view that they should either go
back to their countries, or other rich countries (and not Cyprus) should be
hosting them.

Greek Cypriots are seen to accept the legal and moral obligation to receive
refugees in Cyprus. They also appear to acknowledge the refugees’ need to
start a new life in a safe country and that Cyprus can offer a better quality of
life and a future for them. For Turkish Cypriots this is not the case; they
believe that refugees should not be admitted because the country has its own
problems and because the refugees enter illegally in the first place.

Understanding Perceptions on Integration

Greek Cypriot respondents have the opinion that most migrants settle easily
in Cyprus due to the good living conditions and because they receive welfare
assistance. Turkish Cypriots also recognize the fact that migrants will get better
living conditions in Cyprus, but they do not feel that they receive welfare
assistance to the extent the Greek Cypriots do.

The different culture, xenophobia and difficulty to find work are seen as being
the main obstacles preventing refugees and migrants from integrating in the
Cypriot community.

Around half of all respondents (both Greek and Turkish Cypriots) believe that
refugees and migrants can socially, economically and/or culturally contribute
(definitely or probably) to the Cyprus society. The other half, however, do not
share the same view.

Around 60% of Greek Cypriots and respectively 50% of Turkish Cypriots see
the need for refugees to be supported through special programs in order to
help them to adjust to Cyprus.

Around 50% of respondents say that refugees and migrants should be
treated equally with Cypriots when they look out for work. However, when
asked if they were an employer, whether they would refuse or be reluctant to
employ a refugee or migrant at their business around half of them admit that
they would be reluctant and would refuse and prefer to get a Cypriot or other
EU citizen instead. This 50:50 split among the respondents is also found in the
question on whether there should be restrictions in the sectors where refugees
are entitled to work.
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On the issue of citizenship we get a large majority (around 70% from both
Greek Cypriots and Turkish Cypriots) saying that refugees should not be given
Cypriot citizenship if they have lived in the country for 5 years, with the main
concern being that this will affect the demography of the island.

Understanding of Stereotypes & Prejudices

The majority of respondents (around 60% from both sides) claim that they
support multiculturalism and that refugees should live freely in the community
and not in camps.

The percentages of respondents who also claim to know and interact with
refugees and/or migrants living in their community is also quite high. Fewer say
that they have either visited a refugee or invited one over, despite the fact
that most claim that they wouldn’t mind having refugee friends. What can be
safely deduced is that although currently people regularly come into contact
with refugees and migrants, meaningful social relationships (i.e. visiting each
other) is very limited.

On the other hand it is evident that there are concerns by most, attributed on
the perception that Cyprus is too small to host a large number of refugees
and migrants; the fear of violence and criminal behavior; concern that refugees
and migrants will change the demography of the island and that they are taking
up jobs from Cypriots. Quite a few even mention health concerns.

UNHCR Awareness

The awareness of UNHCR organization among the Greek Cypriot respondents
is 26%, whereas amongst the Turkish Cypriots is only 12%.

The main sources of awareness are:
Local TV or Radio
Local Newspapers

International Media

The unprompted awareness of UNHCR among both communities is very high
considering other similar studies for awareness of non-profit organizations.
The total awareness among Greek Cypriots could be considered satisfactory
but there is a lot of ground for improvement among Turkish Cypriots.

Donations

One third of Greek Cypriots respondents (33%) have donated to organizations
assisting refugees, 42% make donations to other organizations, not related
to refugees, and one out of four Greek Cypriot respondents mention that
they do not make any donations. On their majority Turkish Cypriot respondents
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indicate that they do not make any donations (51%). The remaining 38% make
donations to organizations not related to refugees, and only | out of 10
respondents have donated to organizations assisting refugees.

Generally there is a willingness for donations among both communities that
could be successfully exploited by the UNCHR.

Notes from the Researchers

Note for caution

Following years of research in Cyprus and using normalized data we believe
that the following should be taken into consideration when analyzing the results
of market surveys:

In the case of Likert scales of 1-5 or |-7 where 5 is considered as “strongly
agree” and 4 as “maybe agree” we believe that only the responses to “strongly
agree” (5) should be taken into consideration as being positive, and not the
“maybe agree” (4).

Even in the case of the response of “strongly agree” (5) there is an element of
over claim which is part of the Mediterranean and Southern Europe culture
which is estimated at 20%. Therefore, in case we ask for intention to visit a
venue and 50% say that they will “certainly visit” (5) and 20% say that “maybe
they will visit” (4); the calculation for the expected traffic is 40% because the
20% who say “maybe” (4) is disregarded and the 50% who say “certainly” (5) is
weighted down by 0,8 from 50% to 40%.

By analogy the same method can be applied in some of the questions included in
this poll where respondents were asked to “agree” or “disagree” with various
concepts put forward. For example in the question “Do you agree or disagree
that refugees should be given Cypriot citizenship if they have lived in the country for five
years?” 30% of Greek Cypriots said that they “agree”. By weighting this
percentage down in accordance with the Likert rationale one could deduce
that around 20% of Greek Cypriots actually agree to grant citizenship to
refugees.

Rule of thumb

We believe that the answers received in the question on whether they agree
to refugees being given Cypriot citizenship as well as those for questions like
whether they believe that refugees and migrants can contribute to Cyprus, socially,
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economically and culturally, or even the question whether they have ever visited
a home of a refugee or invited a refugee over, all contribute towards the
conclusion that in Cyprus there is currently around 20% of the population
that is favourably predisposed towards refugees and migrants. We see that
this percentage is higher among people who have lived abroad and also among
males.

We feel that this gives UNHCR a base on which to build upon in their efforts
to foster empathy towards refugees and migrants in Cyprus.

There is a lot of potential to promote the positive contribution of refugees
and migrants to the society in Cyprus as a way to affect perceptions among
both communities. Success stories from athletes, academics, businessmen and
opinion leaders could be used in media campaigns. UNHCR could also
appoint local personalities to act as advocates for refugees.

The vast majority of the Greek Cypriot (GC) respondents define the word
“refugee” as a person who is fleeing persecution, war or human rights
violations (89%) and as a “displaced” person from his/her own home (88%).

Similarly, the Turkish Cypriot (TC) respondents indicate that the word
refugee represents the person who is fleeing persecution, war or human
rights violations (55%) and someone who is displaced from his/her her home
(29%). Additionally, one out of four TC mention that someone who has lost
everything or comes to Europe illegally is a refugee.

Most GC believe that a person fleeing his/her country to seek refuge or help
and a person who migrates out of choice is a migrant (81% and 78%
respectively). Moreover, 60% of the GC respondents classify the word migrant
to be an asylum-seeker.

Half of the TC respondents (54%) believe that a person who emigrates out of

choice is a migrant and 38% define a “migrant” as someone fleeing his/her
country to seek refuge and help.

The majority of the GC respondents describe the people coming to Europe
from Syria as refugees (74%). Additionally, 59% and 52% of GC respectively,
characterize them as “economic migrants” and as “people on the move”.
Finally, about 45% of GC respondents refer to Syrians as “illegal” and
“irregular migrants”.

As far as TC are concerned, they describe people who are coming to Europe
from Syria, as refugees (46%), as “people on the move” (28%) and as “illegal
migrants” (23%).

Three out of four GC respondents (76%) believe that the refugees living in
Cyprus are from Middle East countries and almost half of the respondents
(44%) mention that the refugees who live in Cyprus are Asians.

Additionally, 53% of the TC respondents point out that refugees who live in
the north part of the island are from the Middle East. The TC respondents
note that the Asians and Africans are 30% and 27% respectively.

The majority of GC (38%) mention that the number of refugees living in Cyprus
is more than 50.000. 32% of the GC respondents believe that they are less than

50.000 and the remaining 25% of the GC population estimate them to be around
50.000.

In the northern part of Cyprus, 51% of TC believe that the refugees living there
are less than 20.000. 20% of the respondents did not give an answer.

75% and 61% of the GC respondents respectively, indicate that the majority of
migrant workers in Cyprus are coming from the European Union countries and
from Asia.

On the contrary, the vast majority of TC respondents mention that migrant
workers are mainly coming from Turkey (75%) and from Asia (47%).

GC indicate that the refugees need to be able to live in dignity in a new
country (87%), to be able to stand on their own feet (84%) and also that they
need understanding and empathy (79%). However, 46% believe that the refugees
just wish to live on welfare.

TC respondents mention that the refugees living in the northern part of Cyprus
just wish to live on welfare (47%). The percentage of the TC who believe that
the refugees need to be able to stand on their own feet and to be able to
live in dignity in a new country is 41% and 36% respectively.

Almost half of GC respondents agree that the Government is doing all it can for
refugees (45%). The percentage of those who believe that the Government is
spending too much money on the refugees reaches 33% whilst 22% of the
respondents consider that the Government is not doing enough for refugees.

The opinion as to whether they believe that refugees can cope in the Cypriot
society is torn in two, with just over half (57%) of them believing that the
refugees are having a difficult time, especially due to the economic crisis. On
the contrary, 41% of the respondents think that refugees are capable of looking
after themselves.

The opinion amongst TC respondents is much clearer with 63% believing that
refugees are having a difficult time in Cyprus because of the crisis. One out of
four (26%) consider refugees to be able to take care of themselves and finally,
I 1% of the TC respondents do not answer.

A significant percentage of GC respondents consider that rich countries
should host refugees (57%). One out of four GC (25%) believe that they should
go back to their countries and one out of seven (15%) think that refugees should
stay in Cyprus and be supported in their integration.

The majority of TC respondents believe that refugees, who are living in the
north part of Cyprus, should either go back to their countries (39%) or rich
countries should host them (34%).

The majority of GC respondents mention that there is a legal and moral
obligation to receive refugees in Cyprus (74%) and that refugees will have a
better quality of life and a better future in Cyprus (62%). However, there is 42%
who say that Cyprus should not admit refugees because the country has its own
problems.

On the other hand, TC respondents express their disappointment towards
the admission of refugees in Cyprus with 49% believing that Cyprus should
not admit refugees, because the country has its own problems and 32%
believing that all refugees enter illegally

81% and 77% of the GC respondents respectively, estimate that the migrants
settle easily in Cyprus due to the good living conditions and because they
receive welfare assistance. Also, three out of five GC (58%) believe that the
good climate contributes to migrants settling well on the island. It is important
to note that half of the GC respondents (50%) indicate that migrants should
not stay in Cyprus and use the country only for transit.

Half of TC respondents (51%) consider the settlement of migrants easy in Cyprus
because of the good living conditions.

The different culture, xenophobia and the difficulty to find work are the main
obstacles, according to GC, that prevent refugees and migrants from integrating
in the Cypriot community (71%, 66% and 65% respectively). At the same
time, 54% of the respondents indicate that refugees and migrants do not feel
welcomed in Cyprus society and 47% specify the refugees and migrants
themselves don’t want to integrate.

The majority of TC respondents (55%) refer to different culture as a barrier
of refugees and migrants integrating in the society.

The vast majority of the GC respondents believe that migrants and refugees
from the Middle East and/or Asia would settle easily in Cyprus (81%).

On the other hand TC respondents are divided, with 41% of them agreeing

that migrants and refugees can easily settle in Cyprus and 44% of them
disagreeing.

The majority of GC feel that refugees should be supported through special
programs in order to help them to adjust to Cyprus (60%). Moreover, one out
of five respondents (20%) oppose to this, as they think that refugees are already

getting enough assistance from the state.

47% of the TC respondents consent to special programs for refugees and 35%
feel that special programs are not required in order to help refugees adjust to

the island.

Both GC and TC seem to have good understanding of the various services
required for the support of refugees and migrants in their effort to integrate
into the local society. Education, medical assistance, training to acquire job
skills as well as life skills, help in finding work, accommodation assistance
and legal advice, are all mentioned by large numbers of respondents.

47% of the GC respondents would employ a refugee or a migrant and 39% would
prefer to employ a Greek-Cypriot or an EU citizen. The percentage of those who
would refuse or would be reluctant to employ a refugee or a migrant is 14%.

On the other hand, one out of three TC respondents would refuse (23%) or would be
reluctant (10%) to employ a refugee or a migrant. Additionally, nearly half of the
respondents (49%) would not have an issue to employ them and 14% of TC would
prefer to employ a Turkish-Cypriot or an EU citizen.

The prevailing opinion from both the GC as well as the TC refugees and migrants should
be treated equally with Cypriots when they look out for work. There is, however,
around one in four respondents in both sides that do not feel this way and a smaller
percentage who feel that speaking the language has also a role to play on the way
they are treated when they look out for work.

The percentage of the GC who believe that there should be no restrictions in the
sectors where refugees work is 57%. The remaining 42% of the GC population
consider that refugees should work only as unskilled labor or in the field where there
are shortages from the local population.

As far as TC respondents is concerned, 55% note that refugees should work in any
field they have the required qualifications and 38% believe that there should be
restrictions in the sectors they work.

The majority of the GC respondents disagree that refugees should be given
Cypriot citizenship if they have lived in the country for 5 years (67%). However,
one could argue that the 30% who would be willing to grant citizenship to
refugees is a significant percentage.

Here we see that GC males are more favourably predisposed than females; 37%
of males agree and only 24% of females agree towards citizenship for refugees.
