According to the initial investigation conducted by the National Guard, the boy fell from a
terrace, situated at an upper floor of the building, where he had played with other children.

The child was transported immediately to the hospital, but sadly he already passed away
before the transfer.

UNHCR Tunisia and its partner The Tunisian Refugees Council are providing support to the
father and other asylum seekers staying at the center during these difficult Times.
