2014 yilda BMTning QOKB 10 yil davomida Fuqarosizlikka barham berish
bo’yicha global kampaniyani («#IBelong» kompaniyasi)®* amalga oshirishni
boshladi. U fugarosizlik holatlariga barham berish va shunday vaziyatlar yana
yuzaga kelishining oldini olishga garatilgan 10 ta gadamdan iborat dasturni
o’zida gamragan global ko’lamdagi harakatlar rejasiga asoslanadi.

2019 yilda #IBelong global kampaniyasini amalga oshirish samaradorligining
besh yillik faoliyatini baholash yuzasidan butun dunyo mamlakatlarining yuqori
martabali vakillari ishtirokida Fugarosizlik masalalari bo’yicha Yuqori darajadagi
segmenti bo’lib o’tdi.

Joriy yilda Fugarosizlikni kamaytirish to’g’risidagi konvensiyaning gabul
gilinganiga 60 yil to’ladi. Ushbu muammo bilan dunyoning barcha mamlakatlari
60 yil davomida kurashib kelmoqda.

Barcha insonlarning fugarolikka ega bo’lishini ta’minlash, jamiyatda
ijtimoiy hamjihatlikni va o’zaro integratsiyalashishni kuchaytirishga hamda
jamiyatga barcha a’zolarining imkoniyati va iste’dodlaridan foydalanishini
mustahkamlashga yordam beradi.

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Dear Reader!

It has been 60 years since the United Nations adopted the Convention on the
Reduction of Statelessness in 1961. The Convention prohibits the deprivation of
nationality if that leads to statelessness. According to the Convention the loss of
nationality due to changes in personal status shall be permissible only if a new
nationality is acquired.

Publication of the Uzbek translation of the international document constitutes
a significant development in the implementation of international human rights
obligations of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

In 2018 during the 30th Session of the Universal Periodic Review the
Government of the Republic of Uzbekistan received a recommendation to
accede to the 1961 UN Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness.

During the 46th Session of the UN Human Rights Council the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan Shavkat Mirziyoyev emphasized the firm commitment of
Uzbekistan to reduce statelessness.

In accordance with the call of the United Nations Secretary-General Antdnio
Guterres to take decisive steps to reduce the number of stateless persons,
50 thousand persons in Uzbekistan were granted Uzbek nationality in 20204
The new procedures are being introduced for the facilitated naturalization of
stateless persons residing in our country on a permanent basis for 15 years.
This will result in the opportunity for naturalization for additional 20 thousand
people®.

Indeed, statelessness is a global challenge that affects at least 4 million people
in all parts of the world. New cases of statelessness emerge due to various
reasons, including gaps in law and imperfect law enforcement practices,
migration. People find themselves locked out of participation in public affairs,
deprived of the opportunity to shape their own future. Statelessness impedes
access to the most basic rights and services and prevents people from
participating fully in society. Denying someone the right to nationality causes
suffering, isolation and marginalization.

In 2014 UNHCR launched the Global Campaign to End Statelessness in 10
Years (#IBelong campaign)®. It is based on the Global Action Plan consisting of
10 actions required to resolve current statelessness situations and prevent new
cases from emerging.

In 2019 the High-Level Segment on Statelessness gathered top-ranking
representatives from around the globe in order to evaluate the progress that has
been made within the first five years since the launch of the #|Belong Campaign.

This year marks the 60th anniversary of the adoption of the Convention on the
Reduction of Statelessness. For these 60 years all countries of the world have
been struggling against this problem.

Ensuring everyone’s right to nationality helps to strengthen social cohesion and
integration, and enables the society to utilize the capacities and talents of all its
members.

This creates inclusive communities that contribute to the prosperity of both
individuals and countries. Therefore, statelessness poses a challenge to social
and economic development. It is also more difficult to identify such people.
Moreover, neglected statelessness situations can contribute to increased inter-
communal tensions or lead to forced displacement.

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To date, more than 116,629 persons in the Central Asian countries remain
stateless. In the frames of the #IBelong Campaign spearheaded by UNHCR

the Central Asia states have reached significant progress in solving the
statelessness problem, including by confirming or granting nationality to more
than 78,661persons in the recent years ensuring the rights of stateless persons
in its territories, and by improving domestic nationality laws in line with the
international standards.

Uzbekistan will continue the work in this area and will do its utmost to end
statelessness in the country.

Dear Reader,

The United Nations Charter opens with the resounding words that “All human
beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights”. The Universal Declaration
of Human Rights declares that: “Everyone has the right to a nationality. No one
shall be arbitrarily deprived of his nationality nor denied the right to change his
nationality”. Yet the stark reality is that many millions of people around the world
are denied their most basic human rights because they are not recognized as
citizens of any state. Statelessness casts an all-encompassing blight on people’s
lives, pushing them to the margins of society, denying them not only basic rights
but also a sense of dignity.

Our world has many problems that are complex and intractable. Statelessness,
however, can be solved comparatively easily. Moreover, the prevention of
statelessness and the protection of stateless persons contribute to international
peace, security, and the prevention of forced displacement. Resolving
statelessness improves national development, imperative to the achievement
of the Agenda 2030 for sustainable development and its principle of leaving no
one behind.

Mandated by the UN General Assembly, UNHCR is committed to supporting
this through collaboration with states, partners, and those fellow humans

most at risk. Over the last years, Uzbekistan has taken impressive steps to
identify, reduce and prevent statelessness on its territory. The United Nations
Sustainable Development Cooperation Framework for Uzbekistan - reflecting
concrete actions to achieve Sustainable Development Goals - includes support
of the United Nations system to preventing and eradicating all statelessness in
Uzbekistan.

More than sixty years ago, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights reaffirmed
everyone’s right to nationality. Since then, to enhance protection and reduce
statelessness, an increasing number of states have become party to two specific
universal instruments: the 1954 Convention relating to the Status of Stateless
Persons and the 1961 Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness.
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Many international human rights instruments affirm the right to nationality,

but the two Statelessness Conventions are the only international treaties

that provide practical steps assisting states in exercising this right. These two
conventions set universal standards and legal foundations for addressing the
causes and consequences of statelessness that are not covered by any other
treaty. They help states to identify people who are stateless, provide them with
a legal identity, assess the reasons for their situation, find solutions, and prevent
statelessness at birth and later in life. Their universal implementation will put an
end to all statelessness within a single generation.

This was the goal, which the then High Commissioner for Refugees, now
Secretary-General of the United Nations, Antonio Guterres, proclaimed in 2014
when, together with States, he launched the global #IBelong Campaign to End
Statelessness by 2024.

This year, when we mark the 60th Anniversary of the 1961 Convention, the
United Nations again calls on all states that have not yet done so to accede to
both Statelessness Conventions. Here in Uzbekistan we are united in strongly
supporting the Government’s desire to implement the recommendations of the
30th session of the Universal Periodic Review in the Human Rights Council to
accede to both Statelessness Conventions.

With this publication we are pleased to introduce to readers a first translation of
these two important universal treaties in the Uzbek language, hoping that you
will find it interesting and useful.

CONVENTION RELATING
TO THE STATUS
OF STATELESS PERSONS

Convention Relating to the Status of Stateless Persons
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PREAMBLE

The High Contracting Parties,

considering that the Charter of the United Nations and the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights approved on 10 December 1948 by the General Assembly of
the United Nations have affirmed the principle that human beings shall enjoy
fundamental rights and freedoms without discrimination,

considering that the United Nations has, on various occasions, manifested its
profound concern for stateless persons and endeavoured to assure stateless
persons the widest possible exercise of these fundamental rights and freedoms,

considering that only those stateless persons who are also refugees are
covered by the Convention relating to the Status of Refugees of 28 July
1951, and that there are many stateless persons who are not covered by that

Convention,

considering that it is desirable to regulate and improve the status of stateless
persons by an international agreement,

have agreed as follows:
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Chapter I: General Provisions

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITION OF THE TERM “STATELESS PERSON”

O For the purpose of this Convention, the term “stateless person” means a
person who is not considered as a national by any State under the operation
of its law.

@ This Convention shall not apply:

i) To persons who are at present receiving from organs or agencies of the
United Nations other than the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees protection or assistance so long as they are receiving such
protection or assistance;

ii) To persons who are recognized by the competent authorities of the
country in which they have taken residence as having the rights and
obligations which are attached to the possession of the nationality of that
country;

iii) To persons with respect to whom there are serious reasons for
considering that:

a) They have committed a crime against peace, a war crime, or a crime
against humanity, as defined in the international instruments drawn up

to make provisions in respect of such crimes;

b) They have committed a serious non-political crime outside the country
of their residence prior to their admission to that country;

c) They have been guilty of acts contrary to the purposes and principles of
the United Nations.

Convention Relating to the Status of Stateless Persons
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ARTICLE 2
GENERAL OBLIGATIONS

Every stateless person has duties to the country in which he finds himself, which
require in particular that he conform to its laws and regulations as well as to
measures taken for the maintenance of public order.

ARTICLE 3
NON-DISCRIMINATION

The Contracting States shall apply the provisions of this Convention to stateless
persons without discrimination as to race, religion or country of origin.

ARTICLE 4
RELIGION

The Contracting States shall accord to stateless persons within their territories
treatment at least as favourable as that accorded to their nationals with respect
to freedom to practise their religion and freedom as regards the religious
education of their children.

ARTICLE 5
RIGHTS GRANTED APART
FROM THIS CONVENTION

Nothing in this Convention shall be deemed to impair any rights and benefits
granted by a Contracting State to stateless persons apart from this Convention.

ARTICLE 6
THE TERM “IN THE SAME CIRCUMSTANCES”

For the purpose of this Convention, the term “in the same circumstances”
implies that any requirements (including requirements as to length and
conditions of sojourn or residence) which the particular individual would have to
fulfil for the enjoyment of the right in question, if he were not a stateless person,
must be fulfilled by him, with the exception of requirements which by their
nature a stateless person is incapable of fulfilling.

ARTICLE 7
EXEMPTION FROM RECIPROCITY

© Except where this Convention contains more favourable provisions, a
Contracting State shall accord to stateless persons the same treatment as is
accorded to aliens generally.

@ After a period of three years’ residence, all stateless persons shall enjoy
exemption from legislative reciprocity in the territory of the Contracting
States.

© Each Contracting State shall continue to accord to stateless persons the
rights and benefits to which they were already entitled, in the absence of
reciprocity, at the date of entry into force of this Convention for that State.
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O The Contracting States shall consider favourably the possibility of according
to stateless persons, in the absence of reciprocity, rights and benefits
beyond those to which they are entitled according to paragraphs 2 and 3,
and to extending exemption from reciprocity to stateless persons who do
not fulfil the conditions provided for in paragraphs 2 and 3. The provisions
of paragraphs 2 and 3 apply both to the rights and benefits referred to in
articles 13, 18, 19, 21 and 22 of this Convention and to rights and benefits for
which this Convention does not provide.
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ARTICLE 8
EXEMPTION FROM EXCEPTIONAL MEASURES

With regard to exceptional measures which may be taken against the person,
property or interests of nationals or former nationals of a foreign State, the
Contracting States shall not apply such measures to a stateless person solely on
account of his having previously possessed the nationality of the foreign State
in question. Contracting States which, under their legislation, are prevented
from applying the general principle expressed in this article shall, in appropriate
cases, grant exemptions in favour of such stateless persons.

ARTICLE 9
PROVISIONAL MEASURES

Nothing in this Convention shall prevent a Contracting State, in time of war or
other grave and exceptional circumstances, from taking provisionally measures
which it considers to be essential to the national security in the case of a
particular person, pending a determination by the Contracting State that that
person is in fact a stateless person and that the continuance of such measures is
necessary in his case in the interests of national security.

ARTICLE 10
CONTINUITY OF RESIDENCE

O Where a stateless person has been forcibly displaced during the Second
World War and removed to the territory of a Contracting State, and is resident
there, the period of such enforced sojourn shall be considered to have been
lawful residence within that territory.

@O Where a stateless person has been forcibly displaced during the Second
World War from the territory of a Contracting State and has, prior to the
date of entry into force of this Convention, returned there for the purpose of
taking up residence, the period of residence before and after such enforced
displacement shall be regarded as one uninterrupted period for any
purposes for which uninterrupted residence is required.
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ARTICLE 11
STATELESS SEAMEN

In the case of stateless persons regularly serving as crew members on board

a ship flying the flag of a Contracting State, that State shall give sympathetic
consideration to their establishment on its territory and the issue of travel
documents to them or their temporary admission to its territory particularly with
a view to facilitating their establishment in another country.

Chapter lI: Juridical Status

ARTICLE 12
PERSONAL STATUS

O The personal status of a stateless person shall be governed by the law of the
country of his domicile or, if he has no domicile, by the law of the country of
his residence.

@ Rights previously acquired by a stateless person and dependent on personal
status, more particularly rights attaching to marriage, shall be respected
by a Contracting State, subject to compliance, if this be necessary, with
the formalities required by the law of that State, provided that the right in
question is one which would have been recognized by the law of that State
had he not become stateless.
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ARTICLE 13
MOVABLE AND IMMOVABLE PROPERTY

The Contracting States shall accord to a stateless person treatment as
favourable as possible and, in any event, not less favourable than that accorded
to aliens generally in the same circumstances, as regards the acquisition of
movable and immovable property and other rights pertaining thereto, and to
leases and other contracts relating to movable and immovable property.
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ARTICLE 14
ARTISTIC RIGHTS AND INDUSTRIAL PROPERTY

In respect of the protection of industrial property, such as inventions, designs or
models, trade marks, trade names, and of rights in literary, artistic and scientific
works, a stateless person shall be accorded in the country in which he has

his habitual residence the same protection as is accorded to nationals of that
country. In the territory of any other Contracting State, he shall be accorded the
same protection as is accorded in that territory to nationals of the country in
which he has his habitual residence.

ARTICLE 15
RIGHT OF ASSOCIATION

As regards non-political and non-profit-making associations and trade unions
the Contracting States shall accord to stateless persons lawfully staying in
their territory treatment as favourable as possible, and in any event, not less
favourable than that accorded to aliens generally in the same circumstances.

ARTICLE 16
ACCESS TO COURTS

O A stateless person shall have free access to the Courts of Law on the
territory of all Contracting States.

@ A stateless person shall enjoy in the Contracting State in which he has his
habitual residence the same treatment as a national in matters pertaining to
access to the Courts, including legal assistance and exemption from cautio
Jjudicatum solvi.

O A stateless person shall be accorded in the matters referred to in paragraph
2 in countries other than that in which he has his habitual residence the
treatment granted to a national of the country of his habitual residence.
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Chapter lll: Gainful Employment

ARTICLE 17
WAGE-EARNING EMPLOYMENT

© The Contracting States shall accord to stateless persons lawfully staying in
their territory treatment as favourable as possible and, in any event, not less
favourable than that accorded to aliens generally in the same circumstances,
as regards the right to engage in wage-earning employment.

@ The Contracting States shall give sympathetic consideration to assimilating
the rights of all stateless persons with regard to wage-earning employment
to those of nationals, and in particular of those stateless persons who have
entered their territory pursuant to programmes of labour recruitment or
under immigration schemes.

ARTICLE 18
SELF-EMPLOYMENT

The Contracting States shall accord to a stateless person lawfully in their
territory treatment as favourable as possible and, in any event, not less
favourable than that accorded to aliens generally in the same circumstances,
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as regards the right to engage on his own account in agriculture, industry,
handicrafts and commerce and to establish commercial and industrial
companies.

ARTICLE 19
LIBERAL PROFESSIONS

Each Contracting State shall accord to stateless persons lawfully staying in

their territory who hold diplomas recognized by the competent authorities of
that State, and who are desirous of practising a liberal profession, treatment as
favourable as possible and, in any event, not less favourable than that accorded
to aliens generally in the same circumstances.
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Chapter IV: Welfare

ARTICLE 20
RATIONING

Where a rationing system exists, which applies to the population at large and
regulates the general distribution of products in short supply, stateless persons
shall be accorded the same treatment as nationals.

ARTICLE 21
HOUSING

As regards housing, the Contracting States, in so far as the matter is regulated
by laws or regulations or is subject to the control of public authorities, shall
accord to stateless persons lawfully staying in their territory treatment as
favourable as possible and, in any event, not less favourable than that accorded
to aliens generally in the same circumstances.

ARTICLE 22
PUBLIC EDUCATION

O The Contracting States shall accord to stateless persons the same treatment
as is accorded to nationals with respect to elementary education.

@ The Contracting States shall accord to stateless persons treatment as
favourable as possible and, in any event, not less favourable than that
accorded to aliens generally in the same circumstances, with respect to
education other than elementary education and, in particular, as regards
access to studies, the recognition of foreign school certificates, diplomas and
degrees, the remission of fees and charges and the award of scholarships.
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ARTICLE 23
PUBLIC RELIEF

The Contracting States shall accord to stateless persons lawfully staying in their
territory the same treatment with respect to public relief and assistance as is
accorded to their nationals.

ARTICLE 24
LABOUR LEGISLATION AND SOCIAL SECURITY

© The Contracting States shall accord to stateless persons lawfully staying in
their territory the same treatment as is accorded to nationals in respect of the
following matters:

a) In so far as such matters are governed by laws or regulations or are

b) Social security (legal provisions in respect of employment, injury,

subject to the control of administrative authorities: remuneration, including
family allowances where these form part of remuneration, hours of work,
overtime arrangements, holidays with pay, restrictions on home work,
minimum age of employment, apprenticeship and training, women’s work
and the work of young persons, and the enjoyment of the benefits of
collective bargaining;
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occupational diseases, maternity, sickness, disability, old age, death,
unemployment, family responsibilities and any other contingency which,
according to national laws or regulations, is covered by a social security
scheme), subject to the following limitations:

There may be appropriate arrangements for the maintenance of acquired
rights and rights in course of acquisition;

National laws or regulations of the country of residence may prescribe
special arrangements concerning benefits or portions of benefits which
are payable wholly out of public funds, and concerning allowances paid
to persons who do not fulfil the contribution conditions prescribed for the
award of a normal pension.
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@ The right to compensation for the death of a stateless person resulting from
employment injury or from occupational disease shall not be affected by
the fact that the residence of the beneficiary is outside the territory of the
Contracting State.

© The Contracting States shall extend to stateless persons the benefits of
agreements concluded between them, or which may be concluded between
them in the future, concerning the maintenance of acquired rights and rights
in the process of acquisition in regard to social security, subject only to the
conditions which apply to nationals of the States signatory to the agreements
in question.

O The Contracting States will give sympathetic consideration to extending to
stateless persons so far as possible the benefits of similar agreements which
may at any time be in force between such Contracting States and non-
contracting States.

Chapter V: Administrative Measures

ARTICLE 25
ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANCE

© When the exercise of a right by a stateless person would normally require
the assistance of authorities of a foreign country to whom he cannot have
recourse, the Contracting State in whose territory he is residing shall arrange
that such assistance be afforded to him by their own authorities.

@ The authority or authorities mentioned in paragraph 1 shall deliver or cause
to be delivered under their supervision to stateless persons such documents
or certifications as would normally be delivered to aliens by or through their
national authorities.

© Documents or certifications so delivered shall stand in the stead of the
official instruments delivered to aliens by or through their national authorities
and shall be given credence in the absence of proof to the contrary.
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O Subject to such exceptional treatment as may be granted to indigent
persons, fees may be charged for the services mentioned herein, but such
fees shall be moderate and commensurate with those charged to nationals
for similar services.

© The provisions of this article shall be without prejudice to articles 27 and 28.

ARTICLE 26
FREEDOM OF MOVEMENT

Each Contracting State shall accord to stateless persons lawfully in its territory
the right to choose their place of residence and to move freely within its
territory, subject to any regulations applicable to aliens generally in the same
circumstances.

ARTICLE 27
IDENTITY PAPERS

The Contracting States shall issue identity papers to any stateless person in
their territory who does not possess a valid travel document.

ARTICLE 28
TRAVEL DOCUMENTS
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The Contracting States shall issue to stateless persons lawfully staying in their
territory travel documents for the purpose of travel outside their territory, unless
compelling reasons of national security or public order otherwise require, and
the provisions of the Schedule to this Convention shall apply with respect to
such documents. The Contracting States may issue such a travel document

to any other stateless person in their territory; they shall in particular give
sympathetic consideration to the issue of such a travel document to stateless
persons in their territory who are unable to obtain a travel document from the
country of their lawful residence.
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ARTICLE 29
FISCAL CHARGES

O The Contracting States shall not impose upon stateless persons duties,
charges or taxes, of any description whatsoever, other or higher than those
which are or may be levied on their nationals in similar situations.

@ Nothing in the above paragraph shall prevent the application to stateless
persons of the laws and regulations concerning charges in respect of the
issue to aliens of administrative documents including identity papers.

ARTICLE 30
TRANSFER OF ASSETS

© A Contracting State shall, in conformity with its laws and regulations, permit
stateless persons to transfer assets which they have brought into its territory,
to another country where they have been admitted for the purposes of
resettlement.

@ A Contracting State shall give sympathetic consideration to the application
of stateless persons for permission to transfer assets wherever they may be
and which are necessary for their resettlement in another country to which
they have been admitted.

ARTICLE 31
EXPULSION

O The Contracting States shall not expel a stateless person lawfully in their
territory save on grounds of national security or public order.

@ The expulsion of such a stateless person shall be only in pursuance of a
decision reached in accordance with due process of law. Except where
compelling reasons of national security otherwise require, the stateless
person shall be allowed to submit evidence to clear himself, and to appeal to
and be represented for the purpose before competent authority or a person
or persons specially designated by the competent authority.
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© The Contracting States shall allow such a stateless person a reasonable
period within which to seek legal admission into another country. The
Contracting States reserve the right to apply during that period such internal
measures as they may deem necessary.

ARTICLE 32
NATURALIZATION

The Contracting States shall as far as possible facilitate the assimilation and
naturalization of stateless persons. They shall in particular make every effort
to expedite naturalization proceedings and to reduce as far as possible the

charges and costs of such proceedings.

Chapter VI: Final Clauses

ARTICLE 33
INFORMATION ON NATIONAL LEGISLATION

The Contracting States shall communicate to the Secretary-General of the
United Nations the laws and regulations which they may adopt to ensure the
application of this Convention.

ARTICLE 34
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute between Parties to this Convention relating to its interpretation or
application, which cannot be settled by other means, shall be referred to the
International Court of Justice at the request of any one of the parties to the
dispute.

Convention Relating to the Status of Stateless Persons
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ARTICLE 35
SIGNATURE, RATIFICATION AND ACCESSION

© This Convention shall be open for signature at the Headquarters of the
United Nations until 31 December 1955.

@ It shall be open for signature on behalf of:

a) Any State Member of the United Nations;

b) Any other State invited to attend the United Nations Conference on the
Status of Stateless Persons; and

c) Any State to which an invitation to sign or to accede may be addressed by
the General Assembly of the United Nations.

© It shall be ratified and the instruments of ratification shall be deposited with
the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

O It shall be open for accession by the States referred to in paragraph 2 of
this article. Accession shall be effected by the deposit of an instrument of
accession with the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

ARTICLE 36

TERRITORIAL APPLICATION CLAUSE

o

Any State may, at the time of signature, ratification or accession, declare that
this Convention shall extend to all or any of the territories for the international
relations of which it is responsible. Such a declaration shall take effect when
the Convention enters into force for the State concerned.

At any time thereafter any such extension shall be made by notification
addressed to the Secretary-General of the United Nations and shall take
effect as from the ninetieth day after the day of receipt by the Secretary-
General of the United Nations of this notification, or as from the date of entry
into force of the Convention for the State concerned, whichever is the later.
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© With respect to those territories to which this Convention is not extended at
the time of signature, ratification or accession, each State concerned shall
consider the possibility of taking the necessary steps in order to extend the
application of this Convention to such territories, subject, where necessary
for constitutional reasons, to the consent of the Governments of such
territories.

ARTICLE 37
FEDERAL CLAUSE

In the case of a Federal or non-unitary State, the following provisions shall apply:

(a) With respect to those articles of this Convention that come within the
legislative jurisdiction of the federal legislative authority, the obligations of the
Federal Government shall to this extent be the same as those of Parties which
are not Federal States;

(b) With respect to those articles of this Convention that come within the
legislative jurisdiction of constituent States, provinces or cantons which are

not, under the constitutional system of the Federation, bound to take legislative
action, the Federal Government shall bring such articles with a favourable
recommendation to the notice of the appropriate authorities of States, provinces
or cantons at the earliest possible moment;

(c) A Federal State Party to this Convention shall, at the request of any other
Contracting State transmitted through the Secretary-General of the United
Nations, supply a statement of the law and practice of the Federation and its
constituent units in regard to any particular provision of the Convention showing
the extent to which effect has been given to that provision by legislative or other
action.
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ARTICLE 38
RESERVATIONS

O At the time of signature, ratification or accession, any State may make
reservations to articles of the Convention other than to articles 1, 3, 4, 16 (1)
and 33 to 42 inclusive.

@ Any State making a reservation in accordance with paragraph 1 of this article
may at any time withdraw the reservation by a communication to that effect
addressed to the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

ARTICLE 39
ENTRY INTO FORCE

@ This Convention shall come into force on the ninetieth day following the day
of deposit of the sixth instrument of ratification or accession.

@ For each State ratifying or acceding to the Convention after the deposit of
the sixth instrument of ratification or accession, the Convention shall enter
into force on the ninetieth day following the date of deposit by such State of
its instrument of ratification or accession.

ARTICLE 40
DENUNCIATION

@ Any Contracting State may denounce this Convention at any time by a
notification addressed to the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

@ Such denunciation shall take effect for the Contracting State concerned one
year from the date upon which it is received by the Secretary-General of the
United Nations.

® Any State which has made a declaration or notification under article 36 may,
at any time thereafter, by a notification to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations, declare that the Convention shall cease to extend to such territory
one year after the date of receipt of the notification by the Secretary-General.
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ARTICLE 41
REVISION

© Any Contracting State may request revision of this Convention at any time by
a notification addressed to the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

@ The General Assembly of the United Nations shall recommend the steps, if
any, to be taken in respect of such request.

ARTICLE 42
NOTIFICATIONS BY THE SECRETARY-GENERAL
OF THE UNITED NATIONS

The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall inform all Members of the
United Nations and non-Member States referred to in article 35:

a) Of signatures, ratifications and accessions in accordance with article 35;
b) Of declarations and notifications in accordance with article 36;

c) Of reservations and withdrawals in accordance with article 38;

ENGLISH VERSION

d) Of the date on which this Convention will come into force in accordance
with article 39;

e) Of denunciations and notifications in accordance with article 40;

f) Of requests for revision in accordance with article 41. In faith whereof the
undersigned, duly authorized, have signed this Convention on behalf of
their respective Governments.

Done at New York, this twenty-eighth day of September, one thousand nine
hundred and fifty-four, in a single copy, of which the English, French and Spanish
texts are equally authentic and which shall remain deposited in the archives of
the United Nations, and certified true copies of which shall be delivered to all
Members of the United Nations and to the non-Member States referred to in
article 35.
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Notes

Paragraph 1

O The travel document referred to in article 28 of this Convention shall indicate
that the holder is a stateless person under the terms of the Convention of 28
September 1954.

@ The document shall be made out in at least two languages, one of which
shall be English or French.

© The Contracting States will consider the desirability of adopting the model
travel document attached hereto.

Paragraph 2

Subject to the regulations obtaining in the country of issue, children may be

included in the travel document of a parent or, in exceptional circumstances, of

another adult.

Paragraph 3

The fees charged for issue of the document shall not exceed the lowest scale of

charges for national passports.

Paragraph 4

Save in special or exceptional cases, the document shall be made valid for the
largest possible number of countries.
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Paragraph 5

The document shall have a validity of not less than three months and not more
than two years.

Paragraph 6

O The renewal or extension of the validity of the document is a matter for the
authority which issued it, so long as the holder has not established lawful
residence in another territory and resides lawfully in the territory of the said
authority. The issue of a new document is, under the same conditions, a
matter for the authority which issued the former document.

@ Diplomatic or consular authorities may be authorized to extend, for a period
not exceeding six months, the validity of travel documents issued by their
Governments.

© The Contracting States shall give sympathetic consideration to renewing
or extending the validity of travel documents or issuing new documents to
stateless persons no longer lawfully resident in their territory who are unable
to obtain a travel document from the country of their lawful residence.
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Paragraph 7

The Contracting States shall recognize the validity of the documents issued in
accordance with the provisions of article 28 of this Convention.

Paragraph 8

The competent authorities of the country to which the stateless person desires

to proceed shall, if they are prepared to admit him and if a visa is required, affix
a visa on the document of which he is the holder.
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Paragraph 9

@ The Contracting States undertake to issue transit visas to stateless persons
who have obtained visas for a territory of final destination.

@ The issue of such visas may be refused on grounds which would justify
refusal of a visa to any alien.

Paragraph 10

The fees for the issue of exit, entry or transit visas shall not exceed the lowest

scale of charges for visas on foreign passports.

Paragraph 11

When a stateless person has lawfully taken up residence in the territory of

another Contracting State, the responsibility for the issue of a new document,

under the terms and conditions of article 28 shall be that of the competent

authority of that territory, to which the stateless person shall be entitled to apply.

Paragraph 12

The authority issuing a new document shall withdraw the old document and

shall return it to the country of issue if it is stated in the document that it should
be so returned; otherwise it shall withdraw and cancel the document.
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Paragraph 13

O Atravel document issued in accordance with article 28 of this Convention
shall, unless it contains a statement to the contrary, entitle the holder to
re-enter the territory of the issuing State at any time during the period of its
validity. In any case the period during which the holder may return to the
country issuing the document shall not be less than three months, except
when the country to which the stateless person proposes to travel does not
insist on the travel document according the right of re-entry.

@ Subject to the provisions of the preceding sub-paragraph, a Contracting

State may require the holder of the document to comply with such formalities

as may be prescribed in regard to exit from or return to its territory.

Paragraph 14

Subject only to the terms of paragraph 13, the provisions of this Schedule in
no way affect the laws and regulations governing the conditions of admission
to, transit through, residence and establishment in, and departure from, the
territories of the Contracting States.

Paragraph 15

Neither the issue of the document nor the entries made thereon determine or
affect the status of the holder, particularly as regards nationality.

Paragraph 16

The issue of the document does not in any way entitle the holder to the

protection of the diplomatic or consular authorities of the country of issue, and
does not ipso facto confer on these authorities a right of protection.

CONVENTION ON
THE REDUCTION
OF STATELESSNESS

on on the Reduction of Statelessness
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The Contracting States, acting in pursuance of resolution 896 (IX), adopted by
the General Assembly of the United Nations on 4 December 1954, considering
it desirable to reduce statelessness by international agreement, have agreed as
follows:

Article 1

@ A Contracting State shall grant its nationality to a person born in its territory
who would otherwise be stateless. Such nationality shall be granted:

a) at birth, by operation of law, or

b) upon an application being lodged with the appropriate authority, by or on
behalf of the person concerned, in the manner prescribed by the national
law. Subject to the provisions of paragraph 2 of this Article, no such
application may be rejected.

A Contracting State which provides for the grant of its nationality in accordance
with sub-paragraph (b) of this paragraph may also provide for the grant of its
nationality by operation of law at such age and subject to such conditions as
may be prescribed by the national law.

@ A Contracting State may make the grant of its nationality in accordance with
sub-paragraph (b) of paragraph 1 of this Article subject to one or more of the
following conditions:

a) that the application is lodged during a period, fixed by the Contracting
State, beginning not later than at the age of eighteen years and ending not
earlier than at the age of twenty-one years, so, however, that the person
concerned shall be allowed at least one year during which he may himself
make the application without having to obtain legal authorization to do so;

b) that the person concerned has habitually resided in the territory of the
Contracting State for such period as may be fixed by that State, not
exceeding five years immediately preceding the lodging of the application
nor ten years in all;
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c) that the person concerned has neither been convicted of an offence
against national security nor has been sentenced to imprisonment for a
term of five years or more on a criminal charge;

d) that the person concerned has always been stateless.

Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraphs 1 (b) and 2 of this Article, a
child born in wedlock in the territory of a Contracting State, whose mother
has the nationality of that State, shall acquire at birth that nationality if it
otherwise would be stateless.

A Contracting State shall grant its nationality to a person who would
otherwise be stateless and who is unable to acquire the nationality of

the Contracting State in whose territory he was born because he has
passed the age for lodging his application or has not fulfilled the required
residence conditions, if the nationality of one of his parents at the time of
the person’s birth was that of the Contracting State first above mentioned.
If his parents did not possess the same nationality at the time of his birth,
the question whether the nationality of the person concerned should follow
that of the father or that of the mother shall be determined by the national
law of such Contracting State. If application for such nationality is required,
the application shall be made to the appropriate authority by or on behalf
of the applicant in the manner prescribed by the national law. Subject to
the provisions of paragraph 5 of this Article, such application shall not be
refused.

The Contracting State may make the grant of its nationality in accordance
with the provisions of paragraph 4 of this Article subject to one or more of
the following conditions:

a) that the application is lodged before the applicant reaches an age, being
not less than twenty-three years, fixed by the Contracting State;

b) that the person concerned has habitually resided in the territory of the
Contracting State for such period immediately preceding the lodging of
the application, not exceeding three years, as may be fixed by that State;

c) that the person concerned has always been stateless.
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Article 2

A foundling found in the territory of a Contracting State shall, in the absence of
proof to the contrary, be considered to have been born within that territory of
parents possessing the nationality of that State.

Article 3

For the purpose of determining the obligations of Contracting States under this
Convention, birth on a ship or in an aircraft shall be deemed to have taken place
in the territory of the State whose flag the ship flies or in the territory of the State
in which the aircraft is registered, as the case may be.

Article 4

O A Contracting State shall grant its nationality to a person, not born in the
territory of a Contracting State, who would otherwise be stateless, if the
nationality of one of his parents at the time of the person’s birth was that
of that State. If his parents did not possess the same nationality at the time
of his birth, the question whether the nationality of the person concerned
should follow that of the father or that of the mother shall be determined by
the national law of such Contracting State. Nationality granted in accordance
with the provisions of this paragraph shall be granted:

a) at birth, by operation of law, or

b) upon an application being lodged with the appropriate authority, by or on
behalf of the person concerned, in the manner prescribed by the national
law. Subject to the provisions of paragraph 2 of this Article, no such
application may be rejected.

@ A Contracting State may make the grant of its nationality in accordance with
the provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article subject to one or more of the
following conditions:
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a) that the application is lodged before the applicant reaches an age, being
not less than twenty-three years, fixed by the Contracting State;

b) that the person concerned has habitually resided in the territory of the
Contracting State for such period immediately preceding the lodging of

the application, not exceeding three years, as may be fixed by that State;

c) that the person concerned has not been convicted of an offence against
national security;

d) that the person concerned has always been stateless.

Article 5

O Ifthe law of a Contracting State entails loss of nationality as a consequence
of any change in the personal status of a person such as marriage,
termination of marriage, legitimation, recognition or adoption, such loss shall
be conditional upon possession or acquisition of another nationality.

@ If, under the law of a Contracting State, a child born out of wedlock loses the
nationality of that State in consequence of a recognition of affiliation, he shall
be given an opportunity to recover that nationality by written application to
the appropriate authority, and the conditions governing such application shall
not be more rigorous than those laid down in paragraph 2 of Article 1 of this
Convention.

Article 6

If the law of a Contracting State provides for loss of its nationality by a person’s
spouse or children as a consequence of that person losing or being deprived
of that nationality, such loss shall be conditional upon their possession or
acquisition of another nationality.
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Article 7

o

a) If the law of a Contracting State permits renunciation of nationality, such
renunciation shall not result in loss of nationality unless the person
concerned possesses or acquires another nationality.

b) The provisions of sub-paragraph (a) of this paragraph shall not apply
where their application would be inconsistent with the principles stated in
Articles 13 and 14 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights approved
on 10 December 1948 by the General Assembly of the United Nations.

A national of a Contracting State who seeks naturalization in a foreign
country shall not lose his nationality unless he acquires or has been
accorded assurance of acquiring the nationality of that foreign country.

Subject to the provisions of paragraphs 4 and 5 of this Article, a national of
a Contracting State shall not lose his nationality, so as to become stateless,
on the ground of departure, residence abroad, failure to register or on any
similar ground.

A naturalized person may lose his nationality on account of residence abroad
for a period, not less than seven consecutive years, specified by the law

of the Contracting State concerned if he fails to declare to the appropriate
authority his intention to retain his nationality.

In the case of a national of a Contracting State, born outside its territory, the
law of that State may make the retention of its nationality after the expiry of
one year from his attaining his majority conditional upon residence at that
time in the territory of the State or registration with the appropriate authority.

Except in the circumstances mentioned in this Article, a person shall not lose
the nationality of a Contracting State, if such loss would render him stateless,
notwithstanding that such loss is not expressly prohibited by any other
provision of this Convention.

Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness



Article 8

o

A Contracting State shall not deprive a person of its nationality if such
deprivation would render him stateless.

(2]

Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article, a person may
be deprived of the nationality of a Contracting State:

a) in the circumstances in which, under paragraphs 4 and 5 of Article 7, it is
permissible that a person should lose his nationality;

b) where the nationality has been obtained by misrepresentation or fraud.

Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article, a Contracting
State may retain the right to deprive a person of his nationality, if at the time
of signature, ratification or accession it specifies its retention of such right on
one or more of the following grounds, being grounds existing in its national
law at that time:

a) that, inconsistently with his duty of loyalty to the Contracting State, the
person
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i) has, in disregard of an express prohibition by the Contracting State
rendered or continued to render services to, or received or continued to
receive emoluments from, another State, or

ii) has conducted himself in a manner seriously prejudicial to the vital
interests of the State;

b) that the person has taken an oath, or made a formal declaration, of
allegiance to another State, or given definite evidence of his determination
to repudiate his allegiance to the Contracting State.

A Contracting State shall not exercise a power of deprivation permitted by
paragraphs 2 or 3 of this Article except in accordance with law, which shall
provide for the person concerned the right to a fair hearing by a court or
other independent body.
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Article 9

A Contracting State may not deprive any person or group of persons of their
nationality on racial, ethnic, religious or political grounds.

Article 10

O Every treaty between Contracting States providing for the transfer of territory
shall include provisions designed to secure that no person shall become
stateless as a result of the transfer. A Contracting State shall use its best
endeavours to secure that any such treaty made by it with a State which is
not a party to this Convention includes such provisions.

@ In the absence of such provisions a Contracting State to which territory is
transferred or which otherwise acquires territory shall confer its nationality on
such persons as would otherwise become stateless as a result of the transfer
or acquisition.

Article 1

The Contracting States shall promote the establishment within the framework of
the United Nations, as soon as may be after the deposit of the sixth instrument
of ratification or accession, of a body to which a person claiming the benefit of
this Convention may apply for the examination of his claim and for assistance in
presenting it to the appropriate authority.

Article 12

O In relation to a Contracting State which does not, in accordance with the
provisions of paragraph 1 of Article 1 or of Article 4 of this Convention,
grant its nationality at birth by operation of law, the provisions of paragraph
1 of Article 1 or of Article 4, as the case may be, shall apply to persons
born before as well as to persons born after the entry into force of this
Convention.
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@ The provisions of paragraph 4 of Article 1 of this Convention shall apply to
persons born before as well as to persons born after its entry into force.

© The provisions of Article 2 of this Convention shall apply only to foundlings
found in the territory of a Contracting State after the entry into force of the
Convention for that State.

Article 13

This Convention shall not be construed as affecting any provisions more
conducive to the reduction of statelessness which may be contained in the law
of any Contracting State now or hereafter in force, or may be contained in any
other convention, treaty or agreement now or hereafter in force between two or
more Contracting States.

Article 14

Any dispute between Contracting States concerning the interpretation or
application of this Convention which cannot be settled by other means shall be
submitted to the International Court of Justice at the request of any one of the
parties to the dispute.

Article 15

O This Convention shall apply to all non-self-governing, trust, colonial and
other non-metropolitan territories for the international relations of which
any Contracting State is responsible; the Contracting State concerned
shall, subject to the provisions of paragraph 2 of this Article, at the time of
signature, ratification or accession, declare the non-metropolitan territory or
territories to which the Convention shall apply ipso facto as a result of such
signature, ratification or accession.
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@ 2.In any case in which, for the purpose of nationality, a non-metropolitan
territory is not treated as one with the metropolitan territory, or in any case
in which the previous consent of a non-metropolitan territory is required
by the constitutional laws or practices of the Contracting State or of the
nonmetropolitan territory for the application of the Convention to that
territory, that Contracting State shall endeavour to secure the needed
consent of the non-metropolitan territory within the period of twelve months
from the date of signature of the Convention by that Contracting State, and
when such consent has been obtained the Contracting State shall notify the
Secretary-General of the United Nations. This Convention shall apply to the
territory or territories named in such notification from the date of its receipt
by the Secretary-General.

© After the expiry of the twelve-month period mentioned in paragraph 2 of this
Article, the Contracting States concerned shall inform the Secretary-General
of the results of the consultations with those non-metropolitan territories for
whose international relations they are responsible and whose consent to the
application of this Convention may have been withheld.

Article 16

© This Convention shall be open for signature at the Headquarters of the
United Nations from 30 August 1961 to 31 May 1962.

@ This Convention shall be open for signature on behalf of:
a) any State Member of the United Nations;

b) any other State invited to attend the United Nations Conference on the
Elimination or Reduction of Future Statelessness;

c) any State to which an invitation to sign or to accede may be addressed by
the General Assembly of the United Nations.
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© This Convention shall be ratified and the instruments of ratification shall be
deposited with the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

O This Convention shall be open for accession by the States referred to in
paragraph 2 of this Article. Accession shall be effected by the deposit of an
instrument of accession with the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

Article 17

O At the time of signature, ratification or accession any State may make a
reservation in respect of Articles 11, 14 or 15.

@ No other reservations to this Convention shall be admissible.

Article 18

© This Convention shall enter into force two years after the date of the deposit
of the sixth instrument of ratification or accession.

@ For each State ratifying or acceding to this Convention after the deposit of
the sixth instrument of ratification or accession, it shall enter into force on the
ninetieth day after the deposit by such State of its instrument of ratification
or accession or on the date on which this Convention enters into force in
accordance with the provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article, whichever is the
later.

Article 19

© Any Contracting State may denounce this Convention at any time by a
written notification addressed to the Secretary-General of the United Nations.
Such denunciation shall take effect for the Contracting State concerned one
year after the date of its receipt by the Secretary-General.
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@ In cases where, in accordance with the provisions of Article 15, this

Convention has become applicable to a non-metropolitan territory of a
Contracting State, that State may at any time thereafter, with the consent of
the territory concerned, give notice to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations denouncing this Convention separately in respect of that territory.
The denunciation shall take effect one year after the date of the receipt of
such notice by the Secretary-General, who shall notify all other Contracting
States of such notice and the date or receipt thereof.

United Nations and the non-member States referred to in Article 16 of the
following particulars:

a) signatures, ratifications and accessions under Article 16;

b) reservations under Article 17;

c) the date upon which this Convention enters into force in pursuance of
Article 18;

d) denunciations under Article 19.

The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall, after the deposit of the
sixth instrument of ratification or accession at the latest, bring to the attention
of the General Assembly the question of the establishment, in accordance
with Article 11, of such a body as therein mentioned.

Nations on the date of its entry into force.
