Debate question 1: 
Each country should give the nationality of that country to every child born on their land.

Do you agree with this statement? Why do you or why do you not? 

How can you help address statelessness in your own country? 

Is granting a nationality to a stateless person enough?

Debate question 2: 
Stateless people are more vulnerable than refugees because even in their own country they cannot 
access services like health and education. We should concentrate more energy on helping stateless 
people than refugees.
