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Donating to UNHCR helps support refugees in so many ways. None of our work would be possible without the support of individuals like you.
Your continued donations empower us to act immediately when a crisis strikes, providing shelter, water, food and essential items to those forced
to flee, who have often lost everything.
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Since August 2017, over 723,000 Rohingya refugees have been forced to flee, over half of whom
are children. The camp in Bangladesh is now the biggest refugee camp in the world. UNHCR is
now rushing additional aid to prepare refugees for the monsoon season, which will increase the
risk of floods and landslides.
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Soaring inflation, shortages of food and medicine, violence and politicalunrest has
caused 2.2 million Venezuelans to leave their country since 2014, resulting in the largest
exodus exodus in the recent history of Latin America.
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Since December 2013, brutal conflict in South Sudan has claimed thousands of lives and driven
nearly four million people from their homes. Often, they arrive weak and malnourished. We are doing
all we can to provide relief, protection, shelter and medical care.
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Years of war have marked Yemen as the world’s largest humanitarian crisis with 22.2 million people
in need of humanitarian aid in 2018 and 2 million internally displaced.
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Over 5.6 million people have fled Syria since 2011, seeking safety in Lebanon, Turkey, Jordan
and beyond. Millions more are displaced in hard-to-reach and besieged areas.
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Voices from the Field
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UNHCR is working hard in 128 countries around the world, 88% of staff members work in field locations. Thanks to your support, we respond
quickly in emergency situations to protect those forced to flee.
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“The saddest moment | experienced
was when | was on my way to a
collection point near a border. | saw
a group of exhausted people
walking on the road, the majority of
them small children. We gave the
mothers and children some water
and snacks, and arranged for
transport to pick them up. That day,
I realized the importance of the
work we do and how it makes a
world of difference to the people
we serve.”

She
delivered the babies in the
jungle without any food or
medical attention. A week after
we provided support to the mother,
| saw her and found that she was
improving, she was getting food,
and the babies were getting her
breast milk. It was very rewarding
for me to see them happy and
smiling.”
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“We knew the monsoon was fast approaching, and we did not have much
time to move these families to safety. They had never faced landslides in
Myanmar and could not comprehend what harm could it do until monsoon
was underway and we started having landslides. When the community
realized the threat, more people agreed to relocation. We are having more
and more success each day, and | am proud to be part of the team that’s
helping keep Rohingya refugee families safe.”
