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“In just seven days, one million people
have fled Ukraine, uprooted by this
senseless war.

I have worked in refugee emergencies
for almost 40 years and have rarely
seen an exodus as rapid as this. Hour
by hour, minute by minute, more
people are fleeing the terrifying reality
of violence. Countless have been
displaced inside the country.

Despite the extraordinary pace and
challenges, the responses from
governments and local communities in
receiving these refugees have been
remarkable. UNHCR staff have already
moved in throughout the region and
are scaling up their protection and
assistance programmes for refugees
to support host governments.

International solidarity has been
heartwarming. But absolutely nothing
can replace the need for the guns to
be silenced, for dialogue and diplomacy
to succeed. Peace is the only way to
halt this tragedy.”

Renewed clashes in Yemen’s Marib region have added to the suffering of thousands who are already displaced and
in dire need. Yemen has been engulfed in a severe humanitarian crisis since the start of the conflict in 2015.
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A devastating fire ravaged the Kutupalong settlement in Bangladesh, the world’s largest refugee camp. UNHCR has
worked hard to provide critical support and protection to some 45,000 refugees who lost their belongings and shelters
in the blaze.
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The sudden and devastating eruption of the Mount Nyiragongo volcano in Goma, Democratic Republic of the Congo
(DRC), on 22 May, forced over 450,000 people to flee the area in an attempt to stay safe and escape the destruction.
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By the second half of 2021, the number of people fleeing violence and persecution reached the unprecedented figure of
84 million.
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Intensifying violence from armed groups in Ethiopia’s Tigray region aggravated the suffering of communities. With the
recent escalation of the conflict, the humanitarian situation throughout northern Ethiopia has become increasingly desperate,
with the risk of famine, displacement and human rights violations.

In Afghanistan, a conflict-hastened humanitarian emergency, after a period of deteriorating crisis, brought further insecurity

and destitution to a country already on the brink. Close to 700,000 people were displaced internally by conflict in 2021,
increasing the total of displaced people within the country to 3.4 million.
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Despite advances in the fight against COVID-19, UNHCR warns that the pandemic continues to represent a significant threat
to the lives and well-being of people forced to flee their homes, most of whom live in developing countries.
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The climate crisis is a human crisis. Millions of displaced people and their host communities are among the most affected
by the effects of climate change. Extreme weather events are particularly threatening to those living in developing countries.
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Wisut “Tum” Ponnimit, an illustrator well known in Thailand and Japan, has
designed a cartoon character called “Mamuang for UNHCR”. Mamuang has
now taken on her first humanitarian assignment with UNHCR and calls on
the generosity of Thai people to donate during the “6th NAMJAI FOR
REFUGEES” campaign to support persons of concern worldwide.
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UNHCR is grateful to fundraisers for their constant contribution and solidarity during global crises. Their dedication and motivation to continue making positive
changes to refugees and those forced to flee is truly appreciated.
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Campaign in Focus
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Violence and insecurity prompted the further displacement of almost 700,000 Afghan civilians in 2021. Of the 3.5
million Afghans forcibly displaced within Afghanistan, 80 per cent are women and children. UNHCR is determined to
stay and deliver for the Afghan people, along with its partners, for as long as access is available to populations in need.
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UNHCR launched the Leading Women Fund (LWF) in Thailand with Mrs. Waewwan Gunnanthorn, CEO of Rosegold Thailand,
to establish a women-led community to support refugee women. The donations, collected via an annual membership fee, are
directly delivered as cash assistance to Syrian refugee women who are single mothers and heads of households in Jordan.
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According to the educational report compiled by UNHCR, across the world, only 5 per cent of young refugees
are enrolled in some form of higher education. UNHCR launched the “Aiming Higher” campaign globally to
raise funds to bridge the education gap, enabling talented refugees to enter higher education by funding
scholarships for university and technical skills training. The Aiming Higher campaign aims to fund an
additional 1,800 refugee scholars across the globe by 2023.
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UNHCR’s Connecting Worlds App is world-first
initiative tool to connect Leading Women Fund
(LWF) members with refugee women.
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Humanitarian needs are multiplying and spreading by the hour. At least 6.5 million displaced people
are reported to have already fled their homes, with more than 4 million refugees crossing into neighbouring countries.
