People should not be forced to return to a country if their life or freedom is at risk. This means that countries should not push anyone back without first
evaluating the potential dangers they face back home.

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No discrimination
People should not be discriminated against at borders. All applications for refugee status must be given fair consideration, regardless of factors such as
race, religion, gender or country of origin.
