Security situation

Afghan city of Herat. Also on 02.06.14, three Tatkiconstruction engineers were killed in a suieittack

in the district of Behsud, province of Nangarhaamstern Afghanistan). On 06.06.14 the convoy of
presidential candidate Abdullah Abdullah was attackn Kabul. The combined suicide and bomb attack
claimed the lives of 13 civilians and security persel. 46 people were injured, while Abdullah eschp
unscathed. On 10.06.14 Taliban attacked a groupiré clearers in the north of the central Afghaovprce

of Logar (district of Agha), killing eight workeemnd injuring three. Despite widespread effortstetee still
over 4,500 regions in Afghanistan identified astaoning mines and unexploded bombs, covering d tota
area of 521 square kilometres. Also on 10.06.1knovwn persons abducted 36 lecturers and studertite of
University of Kandahar who were on their way to Khim the south-eastern Afghan province of Ghazni.

Natural disasters
At least 80 people died in flooding in the nortlstean province of Baghlan (district of GuzargahaN\on
06.06.14. Some 2,000 houses are said to have lestnoyed.

Presidential elections

The run-off between Abdullah Abdullah and AshrafaBhon 14.06.14 was overshadowed by attacks and
armed clashes. According to information from theegament and the provincial authorities, some 250
people were killed. The casualties are reportecbtaprise 176 insurgents, 44 civilians and 29 membér
the security forces.

The election commission will announce the provigioresult on 02.07.14. The final result is to be
announced on 22.07.14. The inauguration of thepresident is planned for 02.08.14.

Pakistan

Attacks

Seven people died on 03.06.14 when their vehidlea hhoadside booby-trap near the town of Parachinar
(Kurram Agency, FATA). The authorities suspect ahd religiously motivated violence. Clashes betwe
Sunnis and Shiites are common in the area.

Two army officers and three civilians were killed & suicide attack in the town of Fateh Jang near

In response to the Taliban attack, the army lauth@meoffensive against Taliban positions in themarest

of the country on 10.06.14, reportedly killing east 15 Taliban. Rumours of an imminent groundnsifes
by the army prompted around 58,000 people to fleen North Waziristan into the surrounding regio0s.
15.06.14 the air force bombed Islamist positionsNarth Waziristan, reportedly killing around 80
extremists, including Abu Abdur Rehman Al-Maani,avmasterminded the attack on Karachi airport. hiit
pilgrims were attacked in the Balochistani townTafftan on the border with Iran on 09.06.14. 24 t8hii
pilgrims and three of the attackers died. A Sumaug by the name of Jaishul Adil claimed respofisjifior
the attack. At least three people were shot deddwao injured in an attack by unknown assailantBana
Bandi, district of Swat, province of Khyber Pakhtktva on 11.06.14. One of those killed was a member
the peace committee which is conducting negotiatieith the Taliban.

Following a pause of some six months, the USA reslidrone attacks on militant Islamists in Pakisian
11.06.14. At least 16 Taliban fighters have allégéeen killed in two attacks in North Waziristan.

A tribal elder with close ties to the governmentsvghot dead with his son by suspected Taliban jauBa
(Federally Administered Tribal Areas, FATA) on 12 04. Three militiamen close to the government have
been murdered in Swat Valley (also FATA).

Private TV channel closed down

The Pakistani authorities temporary closed down phgate television channel GeoTV on 06.06.14,
accusing it of broadcasting programmes with blasphes content. According to observers, the realoreas
the channel's repeated critical coverage of thitamjiland secret services.

Iraq

ISIS/ISIL take Mosul and other cities and city disticts

Fighters from the terrorist group The Islamic Statdraq and Syria / The Islamic State in Iragq dhd
Levant (ISIS/ISIL) have been conducting major opere in the provinces of Ninive, Salahaddin, Anbar
Diyala and Baghdad since 05.06.14.

According to the "Institute for the Study of Wad'series of attacks on 10.06.14 indicates that/ISISis
continuing its activities along the Mosul-Baghdddhway and along the Kirkuk-Baghdad highway to the
south, in the direction of Baghdad.

According to a press announcement of 10.06.14, Missuotally under the control of ISIS/ISIL. The
announcement stated that the group had stormedsBaitison, the largest prison in the province aofivg,
and hundreds of prisoners had been able to freeniilitary airbase was also reported to be in @eds of
the extremists.

According to other reports, large parts of Mosut allegedly under ISIS/ISIL control and the Iraqi
government has conceded that it has lost contrl the entire province of Ninive.

The extremists have also captured several predothyn&unni-Arab regions in the ethnically mixed
province of Kirkuk. ISIS/ISIL has similarly takerowtrol of the Siniyah and Sulaiman Bek regionshia t
province of Salahaddin, after driving out the Iragcurity forces.

Developments following the capture of Mosul

According to information from the "Institute fordlStudy of War" on 11.06.14, ISIS/ISIL also tooktol
of other cities after capturing Mosul on 10.06.0h 11.06.14 the extremists took Tikrit, capitaltbé
province of Salahaddin, as well as Baiji and theeadinery in Baiji.

Other reports claim that ISIS/ISIL have also cagtuthe smaller towns of Duluiya and Yathrib to tioeth

of Baghdad and the district of al-Dour/al-Daur lire (province of Salahaddin and are now outside Samar
(province of Salahaddin). The extremists are regbtd be holding between 10 and 15 per cent of Iraq
territory at present, excluding the Kurdish regfas per 11.06.14).

Kurdish towns such as Shangal and Tel Ward, neavidsul, appear to be under the protection of the
Kurdish Peshmerga, as are Kirkuk (province of Kidkand Tuz Khormato (province of Salahaddin) (as pe
11.06.14).



According to a DPA bulletin on 16.06.14, the Iragmy, volunteers and Kurdish Peshmerga troops have
reportedly since pushed back the ISIS/ISIL fightarsertain areas.

The situation is confused. Armed clashes and ataok reported in Baghdad, Tal Afar (province afiixg)
and the provinces of Salahaddin, Diyala and Anfosrexample.

According to a press report on 15.06.14, both thgilgovernment and the ISIS/ISIL terrorist group a
claiming to have killed hundreds of people in récgays. The report points out that while thesenadai
cannot be independently corroborated, at leasti8llanos have been killed and bomb attacks andlenyi
fire have claimed a further 89 lives.

Refugees from Mosul

According to a report from the Shafaaq news agemcyt0.06.14, thousands of inhabitants of Mosul have
fled the fighting in the direction of Erbil and doeated at the al-Khazar checkpoint to the weshefcity of
Erbil.

According to a press report of 11.06.14, IOM haistpe number of Mosul inhabitants fleeing the figbtat
500,000 (out of a total population of some two imil), some of whom are seeking protection to tis e

the city, in the province of Ninive or in Iraq's Klish region. The report states that the city'plals cannot

be reached. The rush is reported to have led ttehetks at the checkpoints on 10.06.14, as people
attempted to reach the safety of Erbil.

Rise in the number of displaced persons in the prawce of Anbar

According to information from the UNHCR (cf. BN 66.06.14), the number of displaced persons in the
province of Anbar is rising. According to the Iragivernment, around 434,000 people have left thmines

in the province of Anbar since January 2014. TheHOR points out that the actual scale of the situnais

not known, as the Iragi authorities have had toalifinue registration procedures on account ofdbk of
security. The UNHCR estimates that some 480,00(lpebave currently been displaced. The highest
concentrations of displaced persons are to be fautide provinces of Anbar and Salahaddin, follovegd
Erbil, Kirkuk, Suleimaniyah and Baghdad.

Leader of the "Ramadi Awakening Council” killed

The leader of the "Ramadi Awakening Council", dsmwn as "Sons of Iraq", Mohammed Khamis Abu
Risha, was killed in a suicide attack on 03.06.THe organisation is fighting on the side of thegira
government against the terrorist network "The IstaBtate in Irag and Syria".

Attack on PUK party building

At least 19 people were killed and some 60 injurec suicide attack on the party headquarters ef th
Patriotic Union of Kurdistan (PUK) in Jalawla (pioge of Diyala) on 08.06.14. The majority of thetims
were Kurdish security personnel. ISIS/ISIL hasrokd responsibility for the attack.

Military frees hostages

The Iraqi military regained control of the univeystampus in Ramadi (province of Anbar) after a bamof
hours on 07.06.14. ISIS/ISIL fighters had attackbd university in Ramadi and taken students and
university staff hostage. The hostages were fréég. suspected leader of the extremists, Abu Ataa al
Halabi, was killed by Iraqi security forces.

Syria
Assad wins presidential elections

According to official information released by Syriparliamentary speaker Mohammad al-Laham, Bashar
al-Assad won the country's presidential election08r06.14 with 88.7% of the vote. The two oppositio
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candidates, Hassan al-Nuri and Maher al-Hajjarmad 4.3% and 3.2% of the vote respectively. Turh-o0
reportedly stood at 73.42%. The EU had already ameed beforehand that it would not recognise the
illegitimate election. Due to the continuing fighi voting was only possible in the areas contdoly
government troops (approx. 40% of the nationalttay).

Amnesty announced

In the wake of his re-election, the Syrian presidemounced a general amnesty, which is also tty app
convictions for membership of a terrorist organsatunder the anti-terrorism law imposed by Assad i
2012.

320 q@mirs
were reportedly released from the prison in Aleppdd6.06.14, while 480 prisoners, including 80 wome
were released from the prison in Adra on 06. an®@®714. They had all been imprisoned on terrorism
charges.

ISIS (ISIL) also in Deir ez-Zor / Syrian air force reportedly attacking ISIS fighters

Following the offensive by the terrorist group "Tlstamic State in Irag and Syria" (ISIS) / "Thealsiic
State in Iraq and the Levant” (ISIL) in Iraq, tHeeady besieged Syrian city of Deir ez-Zor (DeiZalr) is
now also on the brink of being captured by ISIShtiggs. According to the Syrian Observatory for Hama
Rights, 600 ISIS fighters and rebels and 40 cingdiave been killed in the province of Deir ez-Zioice the
beginning of May 2014. 130,000 people are repaiteldave fled from the city. Syria's air force rejedty
carried out large-scale attacks on jihadist pasition the border with Iraq on 14. and 15.06.14 edsrying
out heavy bombing of ISIS positions in the Syriaovinces of al-Hassakeh and ar-Raqqga for the tiirss.
The attacks were explained as a response to theasing flow of military equipment from Iraq to &yr

Fighter returning from Syria detained

A few dgy®viously, the president of the Federal Office tioe
Protection of the Constitution, Hans-Georg Maaed warned about people joining the Islamist jihad,
travelling to the conflict regions and then retahio Germany. He substantiated the warning byeats to
the murder of four people in the Jewish MuseumrinsBels on 24.05.14. The attack is believed to baea
carried out by a Frenchman who joined the terrgristip "The Islamic State in Iraq and Syria (ISIS)The
Islamic State in Iraq and the Levant" (ISIL) anddéme active after returning to Europe.

Lebanon

Presidential election fails once again

The sixth attempt to elect a new Lebanese presigentfailed, because insufficient MPs were pregent
parliament for a legitimate vote. There is to b&esh attempt on 18.06.14. The tenure of the ptevio
president, Michel Suleiman, ended on 25.05.14. @riyaronite can become the president of Lebanoa. Th
Hezbollah block and the rival "14th of March" fagtihave so far been unable to agree on a candidate.

Palestinian territories

Around 150 Palestinians arrested

Around 150 Palestinians were arrested in a "congmglie operation” in the occupied West Bank on
15.06.14 aimed at finding three young people (twoyéar-olds and one 19 year-old, all Talmud stugjent
who have been missing since 12.06.14. Those adréstkide at least seven MPs and around 40 menatbers
the radical Islamist Hamas organisation, inclugmagiamentary speaker Asis Dweik, as well as a rermob
ex-prisoners whom Israel had recently released. ISitz@li prime minister assumes that the young fgeop
have been abducted by "a terrorist organisatiog"which he means Hamas. No Palestinian group has
claimed responsibility for an abduction to dateaés recalls the abduction of the soldier Gilad dithn
2006, who was held hostage by Hamas in the Gaza f6ir five years before finally being released in
October 2011.



EU, USA and Arab states recognise unity government

Following the reconciliation agreement concludedt®sy Palestine Liberation Organisation (PLO) hedued
Abbas and the extremist Hamas organisation atrileo€April 2014, the two sides have taken the tep

of forming a unity government which is to organgesidential and parliamentary elections within six
months. The prime minister of the unity governmétami Hamdallah, is to receive political and finiahc
support from the USA, the European Union and Artdies. Israel's calls for a boycott of the unity
government have thus come to nothing.

Yemen

Ceasefire after heavy fighting

Following heavy fighting between Houthi rebels ariblal fighters on the one side and governmentpsoan

the other over the provincial capital of Amran (@my in the north of Yemen, which cost the livesl00
Houthi and 20 soldiers on 02.06.14 alone, a caasefas announced on 03.06.14. At the beginnindhef t
year, the Houthi, who belong to the Zaidist bran¢hhe Shiites, advanced from their strongholdhia t
northern province of Saada in a southerly directierfar as Amran, approx. 50 kilometres from thatah
Sanaa. Here they engaged in frequent fighting witinbatants of the Ahmar clan, which leads the krge
tribal confederation and is allied with the Islatnislah party. The government has brokered numerous
ceasefires in the past. These were always brokenafly a short time, however.

Turkey

Criticism of police violence

One year on from the nationwide Gezi protests,tsnréport published last week Amnesty International
accused the government in Ankara of continuingufipsess peaceful protests through the use of pfaice
and of granting the police impunity. According teetreport, more than 5,500 people face criminal
prosecution for organising, participating in or gaging the Gezi protests, while despite hundretls o
complaints only nine police officers have been gkdr

OSCE monitors to oversee presidential election

The Organisation for Security and Cooperation imolga (OSCE) is intending to dispatch monitors to
oversee the Turkish presidential election at the @August 2014. According to the OSCE, such aciso
necessary in the wake of the local government ietleston 30.03.14, which gave rise to doubts as to
compliance with democratic standards. The Turkmegnment has agreed to such monitoring.

Initial counts in the local government by-electiams01.06.14 indicated victory for the oppositi@artges in
most of the 13 constituencies in which the ballati o be re-run due to irregularities. Accordingthie
initial counts, the AKP, which claimed clear vigtan the local elections at the end of March 20d/ds
ahead in only four of these constituencies.

Ban on alcohol advertising

The transition period for a stricter law on alcoldiich entered into force in September 2013 ended o
11.06.14. Shop owners, restaurants, public housgéssapermarkets are required to remove all aduagtis

for alcoholic beverages and alcohol producers arlomger permitted to advertise with their brangds as
sponsors. Repeated breaches of the ban are pueishidgiv high fines of up to half a million Turkidira
(approx. € 175,000). Shops have already been banm@dselling alcohol between 10 p.m. and 6 p.mcei
September 2013. Alcohol can still be drunk in nestats and bars, however. The government has stated
health grounds as the reason for the law.

Iran

MPs call for stricter rules on the wearing of the il

A majority of 195 of the 290 MPs in the Iranian [@anent have signed a written petition calling on
president Rohani to enforce the law on the weaointhe veil by women more rigorously. According the
guotes from the petition released by the officszld news agency, the "cultural invasion” of Irarthmy west
was deemed to be aiming to "alter the Iranians' efdife with regard to the wearing of the veil."



Islamic law has prevailed in Iran since the reviolutof 1979. Women are required to wear loosenfitti
clothing and to cover their hair and their neckhwt veil. In recent years, increasing numbers aheio
have begun wearing their veils more loosely andimmiton tighter clothing, however. In October 2013
president Rohani, who was elected a year agodcatidhe police to show more tolerance on theissile.

Egypt

New president sworn in

Former army chief Abdel Fattah al-Sisi was swotno iffice before members of the Supreme Constitafio
Court on 08.06.14. Dignitaries attending the subeaf celebrations included Iranian president Hassa
Rohani and Palestinian president Mahmud Abbas.

The interim government stepped down on 09.06.1dllaw al-Sisi to form a cabinet. The previous prime
minister, Ibrahim Mahlab, is expected to remaiofiice.

Sexual violence at Tahrir Square

In the celebrations relating to the swearing-irtted new president, several incidents of sexualdsanant
and attacks on women occurred at Tahrir Square8obbaL4. According to information from the interior
ministry, the authorities arrested seven men.

Opposition activists convicted

On 11.06.14 a summary court of jurisdiction seneéenwell-known opposition activist and blogger Aksad
al-Fattah and 24 co-defendants to 15 years' impmemt each for contravention of the law on
demonstrations and attacking a police officer. Att&h is recognised as a leading figure of thelutiom of
January 2011. He later organised the protests stgaresident Morsi and subsequently criticised riee
government after his removal.

Libya

Violence continues

Former Libyan general Haftar survived an attackOdr06.14 in which a suicide bomber blew up a car
loaded with explosives outside a house in Abyames60 km east of Bengasi, where Haftar was beli¢ved
be. Three of his militiamen were killed and therrevnumerous casualties. This stalled his unitsetation
Dignity" which had been resumed against Islamiditimi claiming at least 20 lives in Bengasi. Armed
attackers fired a bazooka at prime minister Matsgat of government on 04.06.14, but no-one waseih
The International Committee of the Red Cross (ICR@pended activities in Libya on 05.06.14 after a
Swiss ICRC worker was shot dead by unknown asdailarSirte on Wednesday.

On 09.06.14 the Libyan supreme court declared thestien of prime minister Ahmed Maitiq
unconstitutional on account of irregularities rielgtto the ballot and the counting of vot&mrmer prime
minister Abdullah al-Thinni, who had actually announced reétirement following threats from militias
against his family in April 2014, subsequently ammeed that he would be remaining in office. A new
parliament is to be elected on 25.06.14. Ex-gendaftiar is also reported to support this election.

Sierra-Leone/Guinea

Number of deaths from Ebola epidemic rising

of the epidemic. 42 cases of the iliness had beafirmed and 109 suspected cases registereddit sai

The World Health Organisation (WHO) stated on 04L86that 208 people had died of Ebola in
neighbouring Guinea since the beginning of the .y&28 suspected cases have been registered, di Wi
have been confirmed. The regional focuses are @aeck with 190 infections (140 fatalities), Conakry
with 56 infections (27 fatalities) and Macenta,iwdd infections (24 fatalities).



Nigeria

Multinational task force to fight Boko Haram

in the areas of reconnaissance, technical suppdrraining for the Nigerian security forces.

Battle with Boko Haram

Vehicles deling
the newspapers were also searched. In isolated,aibecrs were briefly detained. The measures \saie
to have been carried out due to reports that ex@esvere being transported in the vehicles togettign
the newspapers.

Mali

Attack on military base

Cameroon

Refugees from the Central African Republic

The FMS estiat
the total number of Ukrainian refugees at over @0, The UN and the Ukrainian authorities put igares
much lower, estimating that just over 10,000 Ukigais are fleeing the violence, while most of thieigees
from the eastern regions are staying in the country

To date, the number of Ukrainian refugees in the rElains low. The Polish authorities have reported
around 600 refugees since the beginning of the yehpoint to a dramatic rise in recent weeks.

Fighting continues in the east
