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UNHCR Patron for Peace and Compassion
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Venerable Vudhijaya Vajiramedhi addressed one of the challenges of the twenty-first century: responding to the refugee crisis, at the ceremony to mark
his appointment as “UNHCR Patron for Peace and Compassion” at the United Nations Convention Centre, Bangkok. In particular, the Venerable Vudhijaya
Vajiramedhi will focus on using his title to advocate peaceful co-existence between refugees and international communities. He has supported UNHCR
with his innovative approach to Buddhist teachings and strong advocacy for peace and compassion towards fellow human beings through the concept of
“We are One, We are World”. The valuable support of the Venerable Vudhijaya Vajiramedhi is certain to lead to the creation of better, more sustainable
living conditions and raise a humanitarian voice for refugees.
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Since 2018, the honorary title of UNHCR Patron has been bestowed upon individuals who have used their standing and influence to change attitudes towards
refugees and raise awareness of the refugee crises and the work of UNHCR.

On 15 November 2018, Deputy High Commissioner Kelly Clements on behalf of UNHCR appointed the first two Patrons: the Venerable Vudhijaya Vajiramedhi was
appointed UNHCR Patron for Peace and Compassion and HRH Princess Sarah Zeid was appointed Patron for Maternal and Newborn Health.

On 19 November 2018, UNHCR Thailand organised a special event to celebrate the appointment of the Venerable Vudhijaya Vajiramedhi at the United Nations
Conference Centre, Bangkok and attended by honourable guests, the Royal Thai Government, diplomatic community and media.

In light of the global refugee crisis, the concept of sympathy and compassion towards fellow
human beings in need has never been more relevant. Venerable Vudhijaya Vajiramedhi
(V. Vajiramedhi) is helping to bring this about by connecting faith leaders with the work of UNHCR.

Since becoming involved with UNHCR, he has visited two refugee camps in Thailand and has
met with urban refugees in Malaysia. In addition, V. Vajiramedhi also convened more than 200
Buddhist monks from 13 different countries at the Buddhism and Humanitarianism Asia
Conference, which strengthens ties between Buddhism and humanitarian work, including that
work carried out by UNHCR.

V. Vajiramedhi, UNHCR Patron for Peace and Compassion said: “Despite religion, we
are human beings who can connect with each other in joy or misery which makes us
indivisible. As members of the global family, we are bound to make better, more
sustainable living conditions. The path to loving kindness and compassion will
bring about peace in the world.”
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UNHCR Goodwill Ambassador, Praya Lundberg, and
UNHCR High Profile Supporter, Sutichai Yoon, visited
Bangladesh to learn about the work and projects
carried out by UNHCR in emergency situations.
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3Miti News entered its third year of collaborating
with UNHCR through the Nobody Left Outside
campaign, this time raising funds to build shelter
for refugees in Rwanda, with the aim of providing
sustainable support for 60,000 refugees. The
Rwanda Government has recently become an
environmental pioneer by banning plastic materials
— inspiring refugee camps in the country to follow
the policy, with new semi-permanent shelters
built in mud brick.

Praya Lundberg travelled to Chiang Rai Province,
Thailand to see the work on statelessness
carried out by UNHCR. There, she met Nong Pla,
age 10, who was able to receive Thai nationality
after UNHCR helped to facilitate DNA tests
to prove her identity.

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UNHCR is backing the Namjai for Refugees campaign for the third year running. This time with the aim of raising funds to provide refugees all over the world with four
basic needs: water, shelter, medicine and clothes. The Thai actor and humanitarian, Nirut Sirijanya, hosted a talk to share his experience of helping refugees while Thai
fashion brand Vickteerut launched a special collection to raise funds for UNHCR, providing an opportunity for our donors to engage with high-profile supporters.
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Three years of war and violence in Yemen has caused the country to become one of the poorest in the Middle East. Over 22.2 million people from
a population of 29 million are in need of humanitarian aid. UNHCR is helping to provide food and medical aid to malnourished children, as well
as assisting in the rebuilding of houses destroyed in the bombings.
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Ms. Tuenjai Detes has spent over 40 years passionately working towards
ending statelessness across the country. She is the first advocate for the
statelessness cause from Thailand to be named as a UNHCR Nansen
Award Finalist. At the award ceremony in Bangkok, Ms. Detes was joined
by Khun Kamolrat Jirapongwattana, President of DMHOME Co., Ltd., a
supporter of the work by UNHCR to reduce statelessness.
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UNHCR screened seven award-winning films at the eighth Refugee Film
Festival from 23-25 November 2018. This year, the festival revealed the
diverse experiences and identities of refugees across the world. The
exclusive talk by UNHCR officer, Ms. Caroline Gluck, who shared her
past experiences in the field, was well received by donors and supporters.
The Refugee Film Festival is held annually, and a special thank you goes
to everyone who attended. Please come again next year!
