Since the start of the pandemic, UNHCR teams worldwide have been working around the clock to keep refugees and internally displaced people safe by
responding to the coronavirus with life-saving support, including water, medical care and hygiene products.

UNHCR has also been advocating that asylum seekers, refugees and stateless persons in Thailand be fully included in governmental COVID-19 national
surveillance, response and planning activities, with access to COVID-19 testing, clinical care and case management.

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SYRIA: 10 years on

This is a milestone no one wants to mark, and a record
no one wants to hold. Yet after 10 years of crisis in
Syria, it is impossible to ignore the devasting impact on
millions of families in dire need of humanitarian
assistance. There are 6.6 million Syrian refugees in the
world; the vast majority of whom live in Syria’s
neighbouring countries. Furthermore, some 6.7 million
Syrians remain displaced in their own country.

COVID-19 is having a disastrous impact on the lives of
vulnerable Syrians. Today, more than 70 per cent of all
Syrian refugees live in poverty. More and more parents
are struggling to feed their children. Increasingly fewer
children are able to go to school.
