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UNHCR Responds to the
Fresh Displacement of
Thousands of Families
Throughout Syria

On 20 May the city of Palmyra was seized by ISIS causing many
families to flee to the Al Quaryiten area south east of Homs. On
22 May ISIS closed all exits preventing the inhabitants from leav-
ing the city. UNHCR responded with CRIs for 7,000 individuals, in
addition to holding CRIs for a further 500 people in a warehouse
there as contingency stock. On 27 May, another urgent delivery
of CRI family kits was sent to Al Quaryiten to serve 7,500 indi-
viduals displaced from Palmyra city.

In addition, UNHCR in cooperation with its implementing part-
ner SARC has prepared a contingency plan for the potential in-
flux of people from Palmyra. So far, Core Relief Items (CRIs) for
1,500 individuals have been dispatched to Al Qutaifeh which is
located on the main road towards the Homs governorate as it
is considered the assembly point for IDPs fleeing the Northern
areas of Rural Damascus. All families so far that have reached Al
Qutaifeh have been assisted with CRIs by UNHCR.

On 29 May, AOGs seized Ariha in the Idlib governorate which
has a strategic location overseeing the main highways between
Aleppo, Hama and the coastal area in Syria. The fighting in Ariha
and the surrounding towns has led to a significant influx of civil-
ians towards the Al Ghab area in rural Hama. UNHCR is continu-
ing to provide emergency humanitarian assistance to the IDPs
there.
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UNHCR Distributes its Five Mil-
lionth Core Relief Item (CRI)

At the end of May, UNHCR reached another milestone when
it distributed its five millionth CRI in 2015. As of start of June \‘

5,229,392 CRIs had been dispatched to 1,184,230 beneficiar- UNECR Emergency CRI Distriburtion in Al Qha.;;i-';g:n.

It’s in your hands.

This year as part of the UN Decade of Action for Road Safety, UNHCR Syria participated in the campaign “Vision Zero”
on safe road use launched on 10 June 2015. The campaign raises awareness and underlines the actions that should be
taken to prevent road crashes and ensure safety of UNHCR staff on the road and the success of UNHCR operations, ef-
fectiveness and reputation with governments, partners, and the local community. The campaign comprises workshops
and material highlighting safe road use together with activities imbedding safe road use firmly in the operations.

The UNHCR Safe Road Use Campaign is the beginning of a long-term strategic effort to reduce the number and impact
of road crashes involving UNHCR staff and all people with whom it works. This campaign is especially welcomed in Syria
because on 28 July 2014, a UN Armored Vehicle which was returning from a mission in Aleppo was involved in an ac-
cident several kilometers past Nabek on the way to Damascus, as a result of a burst tyre. The car flipped over several
times, resulted in the sad death of one of the UN family members who was well known and well liked amongst all his
UN colleagues and is sadly missed.
