Oath of Office (Judges) Order, 2007

November 3, 2007

Whereas in pursuance of the Proclamation of Emesgehthe 3rd day of November,
2007, and the Provisional Constitutional Order Nof 2007, the Constitution of the
Islamic Republic of Pakistan has been held in aheya

Whereas Pakistan is to be governed, as nearly pbeyan accordance with the
Constitution and the President has, and shall bendd always to have had the power
to amend the Constitution;

Whereas all Courts in existence immediately befoeecommencement of this Order
will continue to function and to exercise theirgestive powers and jurisdiction
subject to the Proclamation of Emergency and tleiBional Constitutional Order
No. 1 of 2007,

And Whereas to enable the Judges of the Superiorn€t discharge their functions,
it is necessary that they take Oath of their office

Now, Therefore, in pursuance of the aforesaid Rroation and the Provisional
Constitutional Order No. 1 of 2007, and in exer@sall other powers enabling him
in that behalf, the President is pleased to makiepammulgate the following order:-

1. Short title and commencement.
(1) This Order may be called the Oath of Office (Judigasler, 2007

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Interpretation.
In this Order, 'Superior Court' means the Supremeri®f Pakistan, the Federal
Shariat Court or a High Court, and 'Judge’ includeef Justice.

3. Oath of Judges.

(1) A person holding office immediately before this @rds Judge of the
Supreme Court, the Federal Shariat Court, or a Gigirt shall cease to hold
that office with immediate effect:

Provided that a person who is given and does make, Odtieiform set out

in the Schedule, before the expiration of such firam such commencement
as the President may determine or within such éurtime as may be allowed
by the President shall be deemed to continue t thel office of a Judge of
the Supreme Court, the Federal Shariat Court adgh Bourt, as the case may
be.

(2) A Judge of the Supreme Court appointed after tinencencement of this
Order shall, before entering upon office, make Oatine form set out in the



Schedule.

(3) A person referred to clause (1) and (2) who hasen@ath as required by these
clauses shall be bound by the provisions of thge@Qrthe Proclamation of
Emergency of the 3rd day of November, 2007, theiBianal Constitutional
Order No. 1 of 2007, and notwithstanding any judgnhué any court, shall not
call in question or permit to be called in questioa validity of any of the
provisions thereof.

(4) A Judge of the Supreme Court or the Federal Sh@oatt shall make oath
before the President or a person nominated by dmah.a Judge of the High
Court shall make oath before the Governor or agren®minated by him.
