Citation and commencement 

1.—(1) This Order may be cited as the Immigration (Passenger Transit Visa) (Amendment) 

Order 2014. 

(2) This Order comes into force on 3rd July 2014. 

Amendment to the Immigration (Passenger Transit Visa) Order 2003 

2.—(1) The Immigration (Passenger Transit Visa) Order 2003(b) is amended as follows.

It amends the 

Immigration (Passenger Transit Visa) Order 2003 (the “2003 Order”). The 2003 Order requires 

certain passengers to hold a transit visa to pass through the United Kingdom without entering
