EXPLANATORY NOTE
( This note is not part of the Order)

This Order amends the Immigration (Passenger Transit Visa) Order 2003 by replacing
Schedule 1 to that Order with the Schedule to this Order. The effect of this is to add Albania,
Belarus, Burma, Burundi, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Gambia, Ivory Coast,
Liberia, Moldova, Nepal, Palestinian Territories, Rwanda, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Sudan and
Vietnam to the list of countries or territories whose nationals or citizens require a transit visa
if they travel through the United Kingdom in transit to another country.
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
