Law Amending the Myanmar Immigration (Emergency Provisions) Act, 1947 
(The State Law and Order Restoration Council Law No. 2/90) 

(22 January 1990) 
 
 
 
The State Law and Order Restoration Council hereby enacts the following law: 
 
1. This Law shall be called the Law Amending the Myanmar Immigration (Emergency 
Provisions) Act, 1947. 
 
2. In section 13 of the Myamar Immigration (Emergency Provisions) Act 1947 – 
 

(a) the expression "not exceeding two years or with fine or with both" contained in 
sub-sections (1) and (5) respectively shall be substituted by the expression "which may 
extend from a minimum of six months to a maximum of five years or with fine of a 
minimum of K. 1500 or with both"; 
 
(b) the expression "not exceeding three months or to a fine not exceeding K. 200" 
contained in sub-section (2) shall be substituted by the expression "which may extend 
from a minimum of six months to a maximum of five years or to a fine of a minimum 
of K. 1500". 

 
3. In section 14, sub-section (1) of the Myanmar Immigration (Emergency Provisions) Act, 
1947 the expression "a first class Magistrate or a Sub-divisional Magistrate" shall be 
substituted by the expression "a Magistrate, specially empowered under section 30 of the 
Code of Criminal Procedure".
