the United Nations , the Charter of the Organization having been signed on its behalf on 26 June 1945 and ratified
on 19 October 1945, until its dissolution following the establishment and subsequent admission as new Members of
Bosnia and Herzegovina (6 March 1992), the Republic of Croatia (8 October 1991), the Republic of Slovenia (25
June 1991), the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia (17 November 1991), and the Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia. The Federal Republic of Yugoslavia was admitted as a Member of the United Nations by General
Assembly resolution 55/12 of 1 November 2000.

On 4 February 2003, following the adoption and promulgation of the Constitutional Charter of Serbia and
Montenegro by the Assembly of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, the official name of “Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia” was changed to Serbia and Montenegro.

In a letter dated 3 June 20006, the President of the Republic of Serbia informed the Secretary-General of the United
Nations that the membership of Serbia and Montenegro was being continued by the Republic of Serbia, following
Montenegro’s declaration of independence on 3 June 2006.

In the light of the fact that,
under the Law, only persons who have done their military service or have undergone the required military training
may be called up, the minimum age for voluntary recruitment in the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia has been set at
eighteen.
