increasing cost of living including high health expenses, increased indebtedness by poor 
households, high level of unemployment, poor government capacity to provide social 
services, environmental degradation including water scarcity and declining domestic food 
production, and high dependence on markets to access food.

Some governorates, including Ibb, Taiz, and Hudeida, although not the highest in terms of the 
proportion of food insecure people, are densely populated areas and have greater numbers 
of people experiencing food shortages. Some governorates have also seen remarkable 
improvements in 2014 over 2011 levels. More than 70 percent of the populations of Mareb, 
Sana’a and Al Bayda were food insecure in 2011, but the levels of food insecurity had fallen 
to 35 percent, 40 percent, and 55 percent, respectively, in 2014.
